1. Monographs, books and educational methodological developments

1.1. Monograph

PAVLOVSKI, N. Operations Planning at Tactical Level by Land
Forces Units. Veliko Tarnovo, Vasil Levski National Military University
Publishing Complex, 2023, 282 pp. (ISBN 978-954-753-365-3 — soft cover
and ISBN 978-954-753-366-0 — CD)

The total volume of the monographic work amounts to 282 pages, of
which 191 are the basic work and 91 pages with annexes (31 in number),
illustrating and proving the results achieved by the author. The scientific
development includes an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, a list of
abbreviations and acronyms, a bibliography and a list of annexes to the
monograph.

The relevance of the monographic work stems from the fact that after the
review of the doctrinal basis, an important document has been cancelled in 2021
— “Operation Planning Manual, Part III — Tactical Level”. After its removal from

the architecture of national publications, until now there is no similar Bulgarian
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applied document. In the absence of a uniform procedure in the armed forces of
the Republic of Bulgaria, the planning of operations at the tactical level is
carried out entirely on the basis of the Standard Operating Procedures prepared
by military units.

Based on the topicality of the problem, the purpose of the research is
aimed at creating a unified system for planning operations at the tactical level,
with which to achieve standardization of the process used during the training of
cadets, as well as part of the cadets and specialists of Vasil Levski National
Military University (NMU).

In the first chapter, the evolution of the Bulgarian experience in staff
activity and the planning process is systematized. In the form of a historical
analysis, their development in a wide period is presented quite thoroughly —
from the Liberation of Bulgaria to the present day. Here, the evolution of the
national military-theoretical thought is analysed, emphasizing the principles for
building the governing bodies and implementing the planning process.

In the next chapter, a study of the essence of the process of operational
planning at the tactical level is carried out. Planning as a management function
and activity has been analysed in a logical and consistent manner, synthesizing
the principles and factors influencing it. The monograph presents existing
planning methods and, through scientific justification, emphasizes the
importance of mission command. The drafter also describes the roles of key
officials and entities in making the decision to obtain the desired end products.

Chapter three analyses the process of operational planning at the tactical
level in the form of the three main phases and the seven steps, according to the
latest procedures from NATO publications. After the synthesis of the updated
current Bulgarian and allied normative documents, the author presents an
exemplary model for the implementation of planning, developed on the basis of
the Allied Procedural Publication of NATO — 28 “Tactical Planning for Land
Forces, Edition A, Version 1 (STANAG 2631). The development acquires a

finished look by including information important for planning in the form of
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numerous examples and sample documents.

In the last fourth chapter of the monographic work, the author’s views and
guidelines for improving the process of planning operations at the tactical level,
used in the course of the educational process at Vasil Levski NMU, are
presented. By examining the content of the training programs and the logical
connection between the study disciplines, practical-applied developments are
proposed that can support the training process of the various categories of
military personnel, both in the university and outside it. The process of studying
operational planning with the application of a unified structure of the
headquarters of a mechanized infantry battalion and creating a model for the
work of the commander and his/her staff in planning operations is presented.

In conclusion, we should mention that the monographic work is developed
as a result of in-depth knowledge and the creative application of scientific
research and analysis accumulated over the years, concerning the overall
planning process at the tactical level. In addition, the author analyses in detail
the training of the various categories of trainees at Vasil Levski NMU, related to
the issue under consideration, formulating justified directions for improving the
drill process in the military education system. The development also has a
practical application value with the proposed approaches and procedures. The
monographic work represents a timely and in-depth scientific study on a current
and important issue. The achieved results of the research can be used as a basis
for covering the needs of the military education system related to the study of
planning issues at the tactical level and their practical application in a unified

and logical way.

1.2. Published book on the basis of a defended dissertation for the
award of the educational and scientific degree “Doctor”

The book is written on the basis of a dissertation on the topic “Research of
the Training System for Reserve Officers in Bulgaria (1878 — 1920)” for
awarding the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in the field of higher
education 9. “Security and Defense”, professional field 9.2. “Military Affairs”
and scientific specialty 05.12.01 “Organization and Management of the Armed
Forces”. The work is a natural scientific continuation of the dissertation
successfully defended on 09.10.2018 with author Nikolay Pavlovski and
scientific supervisor Associate professor Marko lvanov Zlatev.

The book has a volume of 512 pages, of which 332 are part of the main
part, and the remaining 180 are annexes to it. The scientific development is built
in the form of a structure containing an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion, a bibliography and the already mentioned annexes. The introduction
contains a general description of the work and presents the state and degree of
development of the scientific problem.

In the first chapter, a comprehensive historical overview of the formation
of the common reserve and the development of the reserve of the officers of the
Bulgarian Armed Forces from the Liberation to the end of the 19-th century is
made. It also includes the first two forms of training for reserve officers.

The next chapter looks for and gives research answers to the question of
the development of the forms and methods of training reserve officers from the
beginning of the 20-th century immediately before the Balkan Wars. Attention
has been paid to the creation and subsequent development of the system of
individual specialized schools for the training of reserve officers in the country.

The final third chapter focuses initially on the restoration of the school
system for the training of reserve officers after the end of the Balkan Wars, and
then on the peculiarities of its functioning during the First World War and in the

period immediately after its end.

In the conclusion, the summarized final results obtained in the process of
writing the book are presented, based on all discovered and available
bibliographic and archival sources used. In addition, it mentions the final
quantitative parameters of the trained reserve officers, from which one can judge
the development and effectiveness of the system of training reserve officers in
Bulgaria.

The annexes, which are 71 in number, are intended for evidentiary
material and represent summarized reference data created from the reliable
archival documents. They are made in the form of tables, lists, copies of

originals and transcripts of handwritten and printed documents.

The content of the textbook is fully consistent with the subject studied in
the discipline “Operational Planning at the Tactical Level” and is closely related
to the subject “Staff Procedures and Work of Headquarters”. Through the
implementation of the “Procedures for the Management of Small Formations of
the Land Forces”, the Standard Operating Instruction for the Mechanized
Infantry Company “Planning of Operations” and the Concept of the Mission
Command and Strategy for its Implementation in the Land Forces”, effective
from 01.01.2024, its essence becomes extremely relevant for the commanders of
small military units, which is the subject of schooling in the disciplines
“Common Tactics” and “Tactics of Mechanized Infantry and Tank Troops —
Part I, Part II and Part III”. In this way, the presented study material further
develops and complements the aforementioned radical new documents for Land

Forces (LF) regarding battle planning at the low tactical levels.
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In the development, which consists of two chapters, a list of abbreviations
and acronyms and references and is in scope of 272 pages, the author thoroughly
systematizes the experience of the leading armies in NATO regarding the use of
the decision-making procedure at the tactical levels company, platoon and
squad.

In the first chapter of the textbook, an overview of the main moments of
the planning of operations at the tactical level (battle) carried out in companies
and platoons, as well as their relationship with the rest of the operational process
at this level, is reviewed. Questions have been addressed sequentially, related to:
the formation management procedures and other main activities of the operation,
the decision-making process, the characteristics of parallel planning, the
functions and integration of planning at the different tactical levels, weaknesses
of the process and directions for its improvement.

Chapter two describes sequentially the eight steps of Troop Leading
Procedures and their interrelationships according to decision-making at the
company and platoon tactical levels. It presents the main points and activities of
company and platoon commanders in terms of how to develop adequate
solutions for planning the operation. Along with the exposition of the theoretical
postulates of the eight steps of planning, a sample decision of a tactical task
related to the organization of a battle by the company commander for a
defensive operation in the form of sample combat documents is also presented.

In a purposeful and understandable way, the model for planning combat
actions is presented, which is supported by sufficient theoretical statements and
practical examples. Although the planning technology is explained in detail for
maneuver formations (tank; mechanized, motorized, light infantry, as well as
combined ones), the same is applicable to all units at the company-platoon level
of the LF, once it is properly adapted to their use depending on the branches of

troops to which they belong.
