The proposed statement is developed in my capacity as a member of the
scientific jury for a competition for occupying the academic position of “Associate
Professor” for the full-time academic position for a military serviceman in “Military
Sciences” Depatment at “Security and Defense” Faculty of “Vasil Levski” National
Military University”, in accordance with Order No. P/1-02-1053/08.10.2024 of the

“Vasil Levski” National Military University Commandant.

1. Papers and materials submitted by the candidate in the competition

In the announced competition for “Associate Professor” Lieutenant Colonel
Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski, Ph. D. participates with a total scientific production
of 24 scientific papers in a volume of 1259 pages. He is an independent author of all
of them.

The materials submitted by the candidate in the competition Lieutenant
Colonel Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski, Ph. D. according to my review, fully meet
the legal requirements and contain the necessary information for the creative

development of the candidate.

2. General characteristics of the candidate’s scientific, scientific-applied
and pedagogical activity

Of the total scientific production, all scientific works proposed for review are
included in the scientific field of the announced competition. In general, the papers
proposed for review contain:

- monograph — 1;

- book — 1,

- textbook — 1;

- reports — 19;

- articles — 2.
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Of the production proposed for review, the monographic work “Operations
Planning at Tactical Level by Land Forces Units” (1/1) is indicated consists of an
introduction, four chapters, conclusion, list of abbreviations and acronyms,
bibliography and list of annexes.

The analysis of recent military conflicts and events related to various forms of
violence shows that the efforts in the future in conducting combat operations are
tactical. The main directions in which it is necessary to direct efforts to build tactical
formations that are in tune with the modern requirements of the military-strategic
environment generally include: preparation of commanders, headquarters and troops;
development and improvement of tactics as an integral part of military science;
creation and adoption of a regulatory framework that corresponds to the modern
conditions and environment for conducting military operations; improvement of the
organizational and staff structure and the dislocation of tactical formations;
improvement of the quantitative and qualitative parameters of weapons and
equipment.

All this requires commanders and chiefs of various ranks in the preparation of
tactical formations to direct their efforts towards improving the decision-making
process of the battalion commander and headquarters, which outlines the need for in-
depth research into planning issues in order to be able to adequately respond to the
challenges of modern times. The scientific and theoretical-applied developments on
the issues related to the decision-making process of the battalion commander and
headquarters in battle planning to date cover only a part of the new knowledge we
need for the possible improvement of control, as well as for increasing the immediate
training of cadets.

The relevance of the problem considered by Lieutenant Colonel Nikolay
Vladimirov Pavlovski, Ph. D. is determined by the need for a number of
reassessments of the previously existing concepts and the creation of a unified system
for planning operations at the tactical level, which would achieve standardization of

the process of planning operations during the education of cadets, as well as some of
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the junkers and postgraduates from “Vasil Levski” National Military University.

The introduction presents the actuality of the developed scientific problem, its
significance and its practical applicability, by formulating the object of the study, the
subject, the main goal and the research tasks. The used research methods and
limitations, assumptions and disciplinary conditions are determined.

In the first chapter, the author examines the evolution of the planning process
applied in the Bulgarian Armed forces from the Liberation to 2022. The author
scientifically argues the planning process in the period from the Liberation to the end
of the First World War, the improvement of planning activities after the end of the
First World War until the beginning of the Bulgarian transition to democracy and the
development of the planning process in the Bulgarian Armed Forces to the present
day.

In the second chapter, Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski, Ph. D. focuses his
attention on the research and systematization of the theoretical and practical
foundations of the essence, principles, factors and methods of planning and the role
of the commanders and staffs participating in the operational planning process.

The main objective of the scientific research in the third chapter treats the
problems of adapting the allied procedural publication for decision-making in the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization to national specificities and the implementation
of the operational planning process at the tactical level in the form of the three main
phases and the seven steps.

The fourth chapter of the scientific work concerns the problems related to
defining the main directions for improving the process of planning operations at the
tactical level and its application in the education of cadets, junkers and postgraduates
at “Vasil Levski” National Military University.

As a result of the research, the author develops and offers sample documents to
cover the needs of the students, which they can independently use during their
preparation at the university when planning operations at the tactical level.

Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski, Ph. D. formulates new directions and trends,
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enriching the existing theoretical statements, taking into account the new realities and
challenges facing the armed forces.

The monographic work represents a timely and in-depth scientific study
concerning the creation of a unified system for planning operations at the tactical
level, with which to achieve standardization of the process of planning operations
during the training of cadets, as well as some of the junkers and specialists from
“Vasil Levski” National Military University. The author has managed to develop
problematic guidelines regarding the planning and conduct of operations at the
tactical level by the formations of Land Forces, shedding light on quite sensitive
issues and being a starting point for further research necessary to enrich the scientific
fund of military sciences.

The book “Training of Reserve Officers in Bulgaria from 1878 to 1920”
(1/2) is written on the basis of a dissertation on the topic “Research on the Training
System for Reserve Officers in Bulgaria (1878 — 1920)” for the award of the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor”. It consists of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography and annexes.

Through the book, in the first chapter, the author has managed to systematize
and summarize the available documentary and archival materials, revealing the
formation and laying of the foundations of the system for training reserve officers
immediately after the Liberation of Bulgaria.

In the second chapter, Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski, Ph. D. systematizes the
main regulatory documents, the organization of the educational process and the
development of the system for training reserve officers in the period up to the
beginning of the Balkan War.

In the third chapter, the system for reserve officers training after the Balkan
War and its functioning during and after the end of the First World War is laid out.

Through the book “Training of Reserve Officers in Bulgaria from 1878 to
19207, the author has managed to provide a solution to the problematic issues and all

the difficulties that our ancestors faced during the period of formation, development
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and functioning of the system for reserve officers training in the first decades of the
establishment of the Bulgarian Armed forces and state. Historical facts are eloquent
evidence of the correct and timely decisions and measures taken, justifying the
enthusiasm and desire of a generation of patriotic Bulgarians, who can serve as an
example to the modern builders of the Bulgarian Armed Forces.

The textbook “Planning of Combat Actions by the Company and Platoon
according to the Formation Management Procedures (Troop Leading
Procedures)” (1/3) is developed to support the educational process at the “Vasil
Levski” National Military University in the academic disciplines “Operational
Planning at the Tactical Level”, “Staff Procedures and Work of the Headquarters”,
“Common Tactics” and “Tactics of Motorized Infantry and Tank Troops — Part I, Part
IT and Part III”. It consists of two chapters, a list of abbreviations and acronyms and
used literature.

Through a comprehensive and in-depth analysis of the full spectrum of the
most current regulatory documents of the Land Forces for planning and managing
small tactical units and systematizing the experience of the leading armies in NATO,
the author thoroughly examines the use of the decision-making procedure at the
tactical levels of the company, platoon and squad.

In the first chapter, Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski, Ph. D. has revealed the
essence of combat planning at the tactical levels of company and platoon, clarifying
the essence of the procedures for control formations, presenting the basic principles
and standards concerning tactical level planning, he examined the relationship of
formation management procedures with the decision-making process and providing
guidelines for conducting effective planning.

The second chapter is devoted to the system for the essence of the formation
management process at the tactical level. The eight steps of control are examined in
detail, as the theoretical part is supported by practical examples of combat
documents.

In the majority of the presented scientific reports, the main direction analysed

by the author is in relation to the training of reserve officers of the Bulgarian Armed
Forces, covering the period from the end of the XIX-th century to the 30s — 40s of the
XX-th century (2/1, 2/2, 2/3, 2/4, 2/20 and 2/21).

The research is mainly focused on the preparation of reserve officers and
students at the Reserve Officers School. The period of its restoration during the
Neuilly Treaty is covered, the training of command staff during the First World War,
the gendarmerie training system after the end of the First World War. The scientific
reports also reflect the peculiarities of the training of cadets and reserve officers, as
well as the training of students from the various specialties of the Artillery,
Engineering and Air Departments of the Reserve Officers School.

Another direction that the author has included in the presented scientific
reports is related to the training of reserve officers and officers of the Land Forces of
the Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria and NATO and EU countries, as well
as leading countries during the current stage (2/5, 2/6, 2/8, 2/12 and 2/17). Lieutenant
Colonel Pavlovski, Ph. D. has conducted a comprehensive review of the state of
reserve officers in recent years, proposing an exemplary model for the training of
Bulgarian citizens with the status of students studying for the acquisition of the
educational and qualification degree “bachelor” and “master”, and those with higher
education, who can apply on the basis of Art. 57 of the Law on the Reserve of the
Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria for the acquisition of the qualification
“Reserve Officer”.

The reports reflect the main guidelines for the training of officers of the Land
Forces at the tactical and operational level, as well as modern directions for
conducting the education of reserve officers according to the understandings of
NATO, the EU, as well as the activities in this direction of the USA and the Russian
Federation, as leading countries in the field of training this category of officers.

A large part of the scientific production of Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski, Ph.
D. covers the application of new models in the preparation of tactical-level troops
(2/9, 2/10, 2/11, 2/16, 2/19).
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The most frequently used standard tactical tasks (mission task verbs) related to
manoeuvre and manoeuvrability, impact on the enemy, support, force protection,
when taking up defense by tactical-level units without contact with the enemy are
analysed.

Four main steps in the decision-making process regarding planning, command
and control are proposed, as well as the introduction of “Procedures for the
Management of Small Units of the Land Forces”, Standard Operating Instruction for
a Mechanized Infantry Company “Planning of Operations” and “Concept for Mission
Command and Strategy for its Implementation in the Land Forces” in the study
process of “Vasil Levski” National Military University.

The positive results of the application of the TIC-Master Computer Program in
the course of intelligence preparation of the operational environment and its
contribution to the adequate assessment of the environment as one of the main factors
of the battle space have been studied.

In his scientific production, the candidate attaches great importance to the
analysis and study of the experience of troops and the use of fire systems in various
military conflicts (2/7, 2/13, 2/14, 2/15).

The results of the intervention of armed forces of other countries that are not
directly involved in the civil war in Syria are presented, with the main attention being
paid to the influence of the Russian Federation, the participation of formations from
the Turkish Armed Forces and those from the United States Armed Forces. The
object of research is the use of military formations at the tactical level during the civil
war in Syria.

The results of the use of artillery and missile systems and unmanned aerial
vehicles (UAVS) in a mountainous and forested area in the war between Azerbaijan
and Armenia in 2020 are analysed, as well as the use of artillery in Operation Desert
Storm in the second Gulf War.

In the remaining scientific production (2/18), the candidate analyses the use

and application of military deception by the Byzantines in the Early Middle Ages.
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The principles and methods of applying military cunning and the historical use of

military deception are examined.

3. Assessment of the candidate’s pedagogical training and activities

Lieutenant Colonel Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski, Ph. D. has been being a
lecturer at “Vasil Levski” National Military University since 2018, and from 2016 to
2018 he was a full-time Ph. D. student in the department. At the time of the
competition, he is occupying the position of Chief Assistant in “Military Sciences”
Department of “Security and Defense” Faculty.

Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski’s pedagogical preparation is the result of his
experience as a lecturer, who has six out of a total of eighteen years of service as an
officer. Last but not least, his desire to continuously improve his professional and
pedagogical training plays a decisive role.

A significant contribution to the development and improvement of the
pedagogical qualities of Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski, Ph. D. is also contributed by
his active participation in the educational process of the department, faculty and
university. The main disciplines in which the candidate conducts classes are:
Common Tactics, Tactics of Motorized Infantry and Tank Troops, Military History,
Staff Procedures and Work of Headquarters, Operational Planning at the Tactical
Level. It is an indisputable fact that these are fundamental disciplines for the field of
higher education, the professional direction and the scientific specialty in which the
competition is going, and considering that Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski, Ph. D. is the
main developer of the lecture and program fund in them, it can certainly be said that
he is a fully prepared, erudite and proven teacher. The academic employment of
Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski over the last three years is as follows: 2021 — 2022 —
314.5 hours; 2022 — 2023 — 725.5 hours; 2023 — 2024 — 716.5 hours.

The candidate takes an active part in the scientific and official activities of the

department, faculty and university with his active participation in the department
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council, faculty council, academic council, the Erasmus + program, scientific forums,

working groups, seminars, the Union of Scientists — Veliko Tarnovo affiliate.

4. Main scientific results and contributions

The materials provided to me for review show that they are of significant
importance for the enrichment of the theory and practice of educating students and
provide a good prerequisite for the further development of military science. | fully
accept the scientific and scientific-applied contributions presented by the candidate in
the reference for them.

All scientific works presented for review are his work, relate to the
professional field for which the competition has been announced and have scientific

value and significance for the enrichment of the developed scientific problems.

5. Critical notes

Along with the positive aspects of the materials submitted for review, some
critical remarks and suggestions may also be made, mainly concerning the technical
design and non-compliance with regulatory standards (Paper No. 2/8 and 2/11).

The omissions made are of a technical nature and do not diminish the value of
the results achieved by Lieutenant Colonel Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski, Ph. D,
proving his ability to successfully develop independently important issues for the
theory and practice of military science scientific works. The indicated critical
remarks are insignificant and do not belittle the merits and value of the candidate’s

scientific production.
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6. Personal impressions

My personal impressions of the candidate are based on our joint activities in
the department. I know the candidate from his studies as a cadet at “Vasil Levski”
National Military University, but | gained a more complete picture of him after he
was appointed as a full-time Ph. D. student in the department. | have had the
opportunity to gain an idea and follow his professional growth as a lecturer and
researcher from the beginning of his teaching career to the present. Like any young
researcher starting out in the difficult field of science, Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski,
Ph. D. has made the usual mistakes and weaknesses for this stage of his development,
but the greatest merit that can be attributed to him is that he has always strived not to
repeat them. He has not felt embarrassed to consult and has always asked for advice
and help when he believed that there was a problem that he could not solve on his
own.

His constant striving for improvement and professional development makes an
extremely good impression, without this having prevented him from fulfilling his
duties as a teacher.

Lieutenant Colonel Pavlovski, Ph. D. appears to be an extremely disciplined,
hardworking and dedicated officer, with a high general and military culture and
military professional training. He always organizes and conducts his classes with the
trainees in a timely manner and at a high professional level, regardless of their
category. He shows a sense of collectivism, responsibility and professionalism and is
accepted with a sense of respect and authority by his superiors, colleagues and

trainees and can serve as a positive example.

7. Conclusion
Considering the value of the scientific production provided by the candidate, |

believe that it fully meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of the
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Academic Staff and the Regulations for its implementation for occupying the
academic position of “Associate Professor”.
