Only one participant has been submitted documents for participation in the
competition within the deadline provided by law — Lt. Col. Nikolay Vladimirov
Pavlovski Ph. D., Chief Assistant at the Military Sciences Department of the Security
and Defense Faculty.

By decision of a meeting of the Commission for verification of documents and
admission to participation in a competition for the academic position of “Associate
professor”, Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski has been admitted to participate in the
competition.

1. General characteristics of the candidate’s research, science-appiled and
pedagogical activities.

Chief Assistant Lt. Col. Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski Ph. D. was born in
1983 in the city of Veliko Tarnovo. In 2006 he graduated from the Vasil Levski
NMU, specializing in Motorized Infantry Troops.

In 2016 he was appointed as a full-time doctoral student in the Military
Sciences Department of the Vasil Levski NMU. Lt. Col. Nikolay Pavlovski had
successfully defended his dissertation in 2018 and obtained the educational and
scientific degree of “Philosophy Doctor”, after which he was appointed to the
position of assistant in the same department. In 2019, after a competition, he was
appointed to the position of chief assistant, which he holds to this day.

In the period 2020 — 2021, he was a student at the Rakovski National Defence
College, Sofia, specialty “Organization and Management of Military Formations at
the Operational Level”, specialization “Land Forces”, acquiring the educational and
qualification degree “Master”.

The candidate’s professional biography begins in 2006 in military unit 54060 —
Shumen, and until 2016 he holds the positions of commander of a mechanized
infantry platoon, deputy company commander and Section (S) 2 Chief
(Reconnaissance).

Lt. Col. Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski Ph. D. also has experience in
participating in missions abroad. In 2007, he was an interpreter in the NATO Mission
in Afghanistan (ISAF) at Warehouse base, Kabul, Islamic Republic of Afghanistan.
In 2008, he was appointed as a training platoon commander in the NATO Training
Mission in Kosovo (NTM-K), Urosevac base, Ferizaj, Kosovo. Then, in 2009, he
participated in the NATO Training Mission in Iraq (NTM-I) as a watchkeeper at the
Rustamiya Military Academy, Baghdad, Irag. In 2012, Lt. Col. Nikolay Pavlovski



participated in the NATO Mission in Afghanistan (ISAF) as a battle captain at Kabul
Airport.

The professional biography presented in this way shows that Lt. Col. Nikolay
Vladimirov Pavlovski Ph. D. has extensive experience, which he strives to apply in
his teaching activities as a chief assistant. He also demonstrates a persistent desire for
improvement, which characterizes him as a highly qualified specialist in the field of
military affairs. The latter is fully evident in the list of scientific works, as well as the
scientific and scientific-applied contributions presented in the competition.

2. Assessment of the candidate’s pedagogical preparation and activity.

The candidate Lt. Col. Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski Ph. D. has submitted for
the competition a monograph — 1 issue, with a volume of 282 pages, a book based on
a defended dissertation with a volume of 512 pages, a textbook with a volume of 272
pages and 21 scientific reports and articles with a total volume of 164 pages.

The list for review contains 24 authored scientific works. In my opinion, the
scientific production presented for the competition is of a good level, and a large part
of it is actively used in the educational process at the Vasil Levski NMU.

Lt. Col. Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski Ph. D. has experience as a lecturer,
teacher and researcher. Proof of this is his active participation in the educational
process at the Vasil Levski NMU, in the military formations of the Bulgarian Armed
Forces, as well as participation in working groups for the development of doctrinal
documents and in scientific projects.

The candidate also participates in the activities of the Erasmus+ program with
teaching activities, and to date has lectured at the War Study University in Poland. |
am sure that with the knowledge and experience he possesses, Lt. Col. Nikolay
Vladimirov Pavlovski Ph. D. will also be sought after as a scientific supervisor after
his appointment to the position of “Associate Professor”.

3. Main scientific results and contributions.

The main scientific and scientific-applied contributions of Chief Assistant Lt.
Col Nikolay Vladimirov Pavlovski Ph. D. in military scientific, methodological and
teaching activities in the reviewed works are mainly generalized to the work and
achievement of certain results in four main groups:

- Systematization and improvement of the process of planning operations at
the tactical level;

- Research of the historical experience and traditions in the training of the
Bulgarian Armed Forces;

- Analysis of problematic issues related to innovations in the field of military
affairs, tactics and operational art in modern military conflicts;



- Systematization of basic approaches to studying the process of planning
operations at the tactical level in the course of training of cadets and postgraduates
at the Vasil Levski NMU.

In the works submitted for review, under the first scientific problem
“Systematization and improvement of the process of planning operations at the
tactical level” can be attributed those with serial numbers V 3, G 7.9, G 7.10, ND
1.8. and UD 1. They systematically present in-depth theoretical analyses and
assessments of the problems related to:

- filling the vacuum regarding the procedure of planning operations at the
tactical level in the Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria due to the lack of
applied documents and tactical publications related to planning;

- directions for improving the process of planning operations at the tactical
level;

- the radically new documents “Procedures for the Management of Small Units
of the Land Forces”, Standard Operating Instruction for a Mechanized Infantry
Company “Planning of Operations” and “Concept for Mission Command and
Strategy for its Implementation in the Land Forces” regarding the planning of combat
at low tactical levels (squad, platoon, company / battery), have been enriched and
further developed;

- the experience of the leading armies in NATO and armed forces outside the
Alliance has been studied regarding the use of a decision-making procedure, which
supports the activities of the commanders of small unit formations of the Bulgarian
Armed Forces in relation to achieving interoperability.

The scientific content of the papers with numbersV 3,G5,G6,G 7.1, G 7.2,
G73,G74,G75G7.7,G7.9, G7.10,ND 1.1, ND 1.6, ND 1.9, ND 1.10. and UD
1 can be referred to the second research problem “Research of the historical
experience and traditions in the training of the Bulgarian Armed Forces”. They
analyse issues related to:

- research of the evolution of staff activities and the process of planning,
organizing and conducting combat, applied in the Bulgarian Armed Forces from the
Liberation to 2022, with a historical review of the more important historical periods
for the country;

- a comprehensive study of the education of reserve officers in Bulgaria in the
period from the Liberation to the present day, highlighting its inherent features;

- an analysis of the various forms of training of reserve officers has been made,
recreating the model for their preparation and defining its role in the military
education system of Bulgaria;

- a research of the creation and development of the Reserve Officers School as
part of the country’s military education system in the XX-th century;



- an analysis of the experience of the functioning of the system for training and
education of officers for the regular army, as well as those from the reserve, which
could be examined and analysed by specialists for the creation and training of the
modern voluntary and compulsory reserve;

- a large number of unpublished archival documents from the State Military
History Archive are introduced into scientific circulation, which can be used for other
research and analysis.

The papers with numbers: G 7.5, G 7.6, G 7.7, G 7.8, G 7.9, G 7.10, ND 1.1,
ND 1.2, ND 1.3, ND 1.4, ND 1.5, ND 1.6, ND 1.7 and ND 1.8. are focused on issues
thematically related to the third scientific problem — “Analysis of problematic issues
related to innovations in the field of military affairs, tactics and operational art in
modern military conflicts . Their content is aimed at studying current problems and
the latest novelties in the field of military affairs, tactics and operational art related to
modern military conflicts.

The scientific content of the papers with numbers V 3, G 7.9, G 7.10, UD 1 and
ND 1.8. can be related to the fourth research problem “Systematization of basic
approaches to studying the process of planning operations at the tactical level in the
course of training of cadets and postgraduates at the “Vasil Levski” NMU”.

- The vacuum regarding the tactical level operations planning procedure in the
Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria and the lack of application documents and
tactical publications related to planning have been filled, following the removal of the
“Operations Planning Manual, Part III — Tactical Level” from the architecture of
national doctrinal documents in 2021. The NATO-28 Allied Procedural Publication
“Tactical Planning of Land Forces” for decision-making has been adapted to the
national specifics of the training of cadets, junkers and postgraduates at the “Vasil
Levski Levski” NMU. A unified system for tactical level operations planning has
been created for the battalion (division), regiment, brigade levels, which achieves
standardization of the process used in the course of the university’s students.

- The radically new documents introduced in the Land Forces from 01.01.2024
(“Procedures for the Management of Small Units of the Land Forces”, Standard
Operating Instruction for a Mechanized Infantry Company “Planning of Operations”
and “Concept for Mission Command and Strategy for its Implementation in the Land
Forces”) regarding battle planning at low tactical levels (squad, platoon, company
[battery]) have been enriched and further developed. The experience of using the
decision-making procedure of the leading armies in NATO and armed forces outside
it in recent years has been applied, which supports the activities of the commanders
of small military units of the Bulgarian Armed Forces in relation to interoperability.

- The main directions for improving the process of planning operations at the
tactical level during the training of cadets and postgraduates at the university have
been defined (studying the planning process, implementing a unified structure of a



mechanized infantry battalion headquarters, creating a model for the work of the
commander and headquarters of a mechanized battalion, sample documents).

4. Assessment of the significance of the contributions to science and
practice.

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions in the candidate’s papers
greatly enrich and further develop individual areas of military science related to the
planning of operations at the tactical level and the study of historical experience and
traditions in the preparation of the Bulgarian Armed Forces.

5. Critical notes on the submitted works.

Some critical notes may also be made to the materials submitted for review:

- in a large part of the works submitted for review, a mixture of Bulgarian and
English terminology is allowed, which leads to confusion;

- in the formulation of some of the works there are inaccuracies, repetitions and
editorial errors, which do not reduce their scientific value, but impair the possibility
of quick perception of the presented material.

6. Conclusion.

From the above-mentioned scientific and pedagogical activities of the sole
participant in the competition — Chief Assistant Lt. Col Nikolay Vladimirov
Pavlovski Ph. D, it is evident that he fully meets the requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for
its Implementation and the Regulations for the Selection and Development of
Academic Staff at the Vasil Levski NMU and can occupy the position of “Associate
Professor” in the Military Sciences Department of Security and Defense Faculty of
the Vasil Levski NMU.

7. Candidate evaluation.

My assessment of the scientific works of Chief Assistant Lt. Col. Nikolay
Vladimirov Pavlovski Ph. D. — the only participant in the competition for a full-time
academic position of “Associate Professor”, for a military serviceman, for the needs
of the Military Sciences Department of the Security and Defense Faculty of the Vasil
Levski NMU, in the field of higher education 9.
