“Associate Professor” for a civilian employee at the Department of “National and
Regional Security” of the Faculty of “Security and Defence” of the National Military
University “Vasil Levski,” in Higher Education Area 9. Security and Defence,
professional field 9.1. National Security, for the academic disciplines “Technology
and Security,” “Philosophy,” and “Terminology of Security and Defence,” across all
curricula under code 22.

In the competition for “Associate Professor,” announced in State Gazette, issue 71 of
29.08.2025 and on the official website of the National Military University “Vasil
Levski,” for the needs of the Department of “National and Regional Security” of the
Faculty of “Security and Defence,” one candidate applied: Dr. Georgi Kostov Baev,
Chief Assistant Professor at the Department of “Specialized Training” of the Faculty
of “Security and Defence” of the National Military University “Vasil Levski,” Veliko
Tarnovo.

1. General presentation of the procedure and the candidate

For participation in the announced competition for the academic position of
“Associate Professor” at the National Military University “Vasil Levski,” in Higher
Education Area 9. Security and Defence, professional field 9.1. National Security,
announced for the needs of the Department of “National and Regional Security” of
the Faculty of “Security and Defence,” only one candidate submitted documents:
— Dr. Georgi Baev, Chief Assistant Professor at the Department of “Specialized
Training,” Faculty of “Security and Defence,” National Military University “Vasil
Levski.”

The materials presented by Dr. Georgi Baev, in both hard copy and electronic
form, comply with the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, its Implementing Regulations, and the internal Rules for
Selection and Development of the Academic Staff at National Military University
“Vasil Levski.”

Dr. Georgi Baev presented a total of 24 scientific works, with a total volume of
507 pages, including: one monograph (habilitation work) of 227 pages; one book
based on his defended doctoral dissertation of 130 pages; and scientific research
papers (studies/articles) of a total volume of 150 pages. The scientific works
correspond to the thematic scope of the announced competition. The distribution of
publications in Bulgaria and abroad is as follows: 22 publications in Bulgaria and 2
abroad, four of which are published in journals indexed in Scopus and WoS.

The research interests and publications of the candidate are oriented toward the
thematic scope of the competition and the needs of the educational process within the
Department of “National and Regional Security,” Faculty of “Security and Defence.”

According to the presented documentation, Dr. Georgi Baev meets both the
minimum national requirements under the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and its Implementing Regulations — total 516.95
points (required: 400), and the additional requirements specified in the internal Rules
for Selection and Development of the Academic Staff at National Military University
“Vasil Levski” for the position of Associate Professor (total 244 points; required:
150) in Higher Education Area 9. Security and Defence, professional field 9.1
National Security.

His biographical data demonstrate a consistent effort toward establishing a
recognizable expert profile in the field of security and defence. It is particularly
impressive that the candidate holds a Bachelor’s degree in Social Activities, which
provides a solid foundation for understanding the most complex of social interactions
— International Relations. This convincingly demonstrates that Dr. Georgi Baev
possesses a conceptually and integrated understanding of Security as a social
phenomenon.

According to His academic CV, in 2016 he obtained the educational and
scientific degree “Doctor” in Higher Education Area 9. Security and Defence,
professional field 9.1. National Security, scientific specialty “Organization and
Management outside the Sphere of Material Production (National Security).”

Of particular note is that Dr. Georgi Baev is in a continuous process of
upgrading his qualifications. Completed courses include:



,Introduction to Remote Sensing”, Geo University
- Training session on the European Space Programme ‘“Copernicus,”
Bulgarian Academy of Sciences

Since 2016, Dr. Georgi Baev has consecutively held academic positions of
Assistant Professor and Chief Assistant Professor in the Research and Innovation
Institute, the Department of “National and Regional Security,” and the Department of
“Specialized Training” of National Military University “Vasil Levski.”

2. General characteristics of the candidate’s work

Regarding the evaluation of the candidate's teaching and pedagogical activity,
it should be stated that the presented data on the professional training of Dr. Georgi
Baev, as well as his extensive experience as a lecturer, are fully in line with the
announced competition. As evidence of his extensive teaching experience, emphasis
should be placed on the fact that, over the last five years, the candidate has delivered
lectures and practical classes with the following teaching load in normalized hours:
392.5, 451.5, 516, 490, 572, and 386.5 respectively for the academic years
2020/2021, 2021/2022, 2022/2023, 2023/2024, 2024/2025, and 2025/2026, primarily
in the following academic disciplines: ‘“Philosophy”, “Academic Writing”,
“Technologies and Security”, “Business Ethics and Deontology”, and “Terminology
of Security and Defence”.

In addition to the candidate's educational and pedagogical activities, the
presented materials clearly show that Dr. Georgi Baev participates in the activities of
the Bulgarian Institute for Standardization. Furthermore, he has received recognition
for his work both in academic circles and from the wider public. One of his major
distinctions is the "Evrika" Award for Young Inventor (2017), granted by the Evrika
Foundation. It is particularly impressive that Dr. Georgi Baev is the creator and lead
instructor of the new university discipline "Technologies and Security".

Since the question of contributions is key and always of utmost importance, my
assessment of the candidate's scientific and scientific-applied activities is based on
the main scientific results and contributions in the scholarly works and publications
of Dr. Georgi Baev. These can be grouped into two main directions that mutually
complement each other: 1. Technologies and Security and 2. Philosophy and
Security.

In the first direction, scientific contributions and results can be distinguished
that relate to the interdisciplinarity of the contemporary science of security. The
numbering of the publications follows the self-assessment report on the fulfillment of
the minimum national requirements for the academic position of ‘“Associate
Professor”, submitted by Dr. Georgi Baev:

1) The existing knowledge related to contemporary trends in the influence of

technologies on all aspects of security has been expanded and supplemented
— publications 3, 7.1, 7.2, 7.3, 7.4, 7.5, 7.6, 7.7, 7.9, 7.13, 7.14, 7.15, 7.16,
7.17, 7.18, 5. In the indicated scholarly works, the author develops topics
related to autonomous weapons, nanosatellites, digital radicalization,



satellite information architecture, thereby demonstrating the relevance and
interdisciplinarity of the technology—security interconnection.

2) A conceptually new definition in the Bulgarian scholarly literature of the
concept of technological inequality in the context of national security — examined not
only as an economic, but as a strategic and philosophical problem — monograph.

3) Different types of autonomous weapon systems and their degrees of
autonomy are subjected to detailed comparative analysis — publication 7.15.

4) The “responsibility gap” is analysed as a new ethical-legal problem in
contemporary conflicts — publication.

5) A comprehensive analytical framework has been derived that integrates
legal, organisational, technological and moral aspects in the building of offensive
cyber capabilities — publication 7.17.

6) The duality of Al in national security (opportunities versus risks) is
captured through a synthetic theoretical framework — publication 5.

7)  Nanosatellites are systematically examined as a key element of
contemporary national security and defence architecture — publication 7.13.

8) In Addition, theoretical framework has been developed in which
nanosatellites are considered as part of a complex space ecosystem with
interdependencies between security, technologies and economy — publication 7.14.

In the second direction, Philosophy and Security, Dr. Georgi Baev identifies
scientific contributions and results that contribute to enhancing the quality of
education and to the transformation of security studies in Bulgaria, as well as to a
deeper understanding of the field:

1. The scientific contributions and results in this direction fully correspond to the
subject area and disciplines announced in the competition. The texts are
original works of the candidate, and the publications have not been submitted
in other competitions for awarding scientific degrees or for occupying
academic positions. They clearly demonstrate that the candidate has focused
his research efforts on problems of philosophy in security, its theorisation in
the context of non-traditional security risks such as pandemics and the
digitalisation of relations - publications 3, 4, 7.3, 7.5, 7.10, 7.15.

2. An interdisciplinary analytical model is presented that integrates approaches
from philosophy of technology, sociology, security studies, and public
administration - publication 3.

3. Approaches from international law, philosophy of technology, and ethics of
artificial intelligence are combined - publication 7.15.

4. The interrelations between philosophy, logic, psychology, and pedagogy in the
context of defence and security are examined. Specific proposals are
formulated for improving the philosophy curriculum in military higher
education institutions through the inclusion of critical thinking modules -
publication 4.

5. Historical conceptions of security in ancient and contemporary philosophy are
systematized - publication 7.10.



6. Approaches from philosophy, cybernetics, psychology, and security theory are

unified within a single research framework - publication 7.5.

7. Approaches from geophysics, philosophy of science, and security studies are

integrated - publication 7.3.

The scientific contributions and results of Dr. Georgi Baev demonstrate
systematic and in-depth knowledge of global trends in security and defence.
Particularly valuable are the contributions in the fields of space technologies, ethics,
and philosophy in the sphere of artificial intelligence, security, and defence.

It can be reasonably concluded that the formulated contributions and achieved
results are the personal merit of the candidate, and evidence of their significance is
provided by citations of the candidate’s scholarly publications in other academic
works. According to the submitted reference: 6 citations of 4 publications in
monographs and peer-reviewed collective volumes, and 13 citations of 4 publications
in non-refereed journals with scientific peer review.

3. Opinion regarding plagiarism
As of the time of this review, no formal, signed, and substantiated plagiarism
reports have been submitted.

4. Critical notes and recommendations
I have no critical remarks regarding the submitted works.

My primary recommendation to the candidate is to integrate his existing
scientific contributions into the broader concept of the European Union’s strategic
autonomy. This would significantly enhance Bulgaria’s strategic vision and clarity,
thereby contributing to the achievement of genuine national and European-level
security through deeper integration. I also recommend increasing the number of
publications in English and targeting more indexed international journals. Finally, I
recommend presenting his research contributions to learners at the “G. S. Rakovski”
National Defence College.

5. Conclusion

The documents and materials presented by Dr. Georgi Baev fully meet the
requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria, its Implementing Regulations, and the internal Rules for Selection and
Development of the Academic Staff at National Military University “Vasil Levski.”
Dr. Georgi Baev has submitted a sufficient number of publications produced after his
doctoral defence. His works contain original contributions of scientific and applied
significance, recognized nationally and internationally. Theoretical findings have
practical applicability and are aligned with the university’s teaching mission. His
academic achievements fully correspond to national and institutional requirements for
the position of Associate Professor.

6. Evaluation of the candidate
After reviewing the submitted materials and analysing the scientific and
applied contributions, I give a positive evaluation of the candidate and propose that



the scientific jury recommend Dr. Georgi Kostov Baev to the Faculty Council for
election to the academic position of “Associate Professor” at the Department of
“National and Regional Security,” Faculty of “Security and Defence,” National
Military University “Vasil Levski,” in Higher Education Area 9. Security and
Defence, professional field 9.1. National Security, for the academic disciplines
“Technology and Security,” ‘“Philosophy,” and “Terminology of Security and
Defence”, across all curricula under code 22.
