D.Sc. Plamen Atanasov Atanasov participates in the competition for the
academic position of "associate professor" with a total of 20 publications in the
field of the announced competition with a total volume of 624 pages, which
include:

- the monographic work proposed for habilitation - one title with a total volume
of 219 pages;

- a published monograph that has not been presented as the main habilitation
work under a previous or current procedure - one title with a total volume of 230
pages;

- articles in publications containing scientific works and in scientific journals, as
well as reports presented at scientific conferences - 18 titles, of which 2 are co-
authored. Moreover, the total volume of the articles and reports is 175 pages.

Of the 20 proposed titles, | accept all for review, since they correspond to the
subject area of the competition.

Of the works that | accept for review, 16 titles are in Bulgarian and 4 - in
English, with 2 published abroad. One publication is published in scientific
journals, referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases of scientific
information. Number of citations - 8.

2. General characteristics of the candidate's research, applied science and
pedagogical activities.

The presented scientific production is an in-depth study of processes and
phenomena in the field of social dimensions of security, with a focus on the
principles, dependencies and mechanisms for the formation of the vision of
security of social systems in society and on the ways of its transformation into
activity, and the uses of communication (in its social dimension) for influence
and impact on the systems built in the context of security. Followed
chronologically, the publications show constant scientific growth and an ever
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deeper mastery of scientific approaches and methods, which have also found
expression in a defended dissertation work for the acquisition of the scientific
degree "Doctor of Sciences" in the field and professional direction of the
announced competition. The different directions are not only closely related to
each other but also mutually conditioned.

The monographic work proposed for habilitation "Issues of public diplomacy
and security. A look at Bulgarian-Macedonian relations in 1991-2024" outlines
the issues of public diplomacy and new public diplomacy as determining factors
for negotiating policies and promoting interests in foreign countries. In their part
of foreign policy treatment and socio-political effects, as an object, international
relations are studied through the subject of diplomacy. Emphasis is placed on
public diplomacy, new public diplomacy and digital diplomacy. The object and
subject are understood and studied from the perspective of security. The work is
subject to the understanding that the state and society in it form a social system
and people form this system in the name of achieving and preserving the
achieved level of security. It is noted that in the modern, increasingly
information-dependent world of the 21st century, communication on foreign
policy issues does not take place solely between the authorities of different
countries. The problematic nature is illustrated in the light of the relations
between the Republic of Bulgaria and the Republic of Macedonia (since 2018,
the Republic of Macedonia). The main dimension of the problem is outlined in
the framework of the resulting collisions in foreign policy relations, which are
presented in the convergent-divergent entirety of the context of current
diplomatic practice.

The monograph is oriented towards the communication dimensions of
diplomacy, understood as a basic tool, both in foreign policy and in socio-
political relations. The proximity between the three selections (communication,

information, understanding) is taken into account and this proximity is related to
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the main functions of public diplomacy (information, understanding and
influence).

A phenomenological approach is applied. The research is conducted in a
sequence, structured in three chapters, differentiated at corresponding points.

In the perspective of the set goal, the features of the object and the subject are
described, with particular attention paid to the importance of socio-political
relations between people. It is emphasized that in the world of cyberspace, of
intensive travel and of freedom from bipolar political restrictions,
communication, on which modern relations are built, is becoming an
increasingly important factor for diplomacy, and from there for the foreign
policy attitude between states. In this regard, attention is focused on public
diplomacy, as well as on communication-related methods in diplomacy.

In the order of the developed sequence, the analysis is completed by examining
the environment that the ocean of information provides for foreign policy
relations in the Balkans. The focus is placed on the countries of the southeastern
part of the peninsula and includes the Republic of Bulgaria, the Republic of
Macedonia, the Republic of Serbia, the Republic of Greece and the Republic of
Albania. The foreign policy influence of Russian and other interests in the
region is also taken into account. Emphasis is placed on the relations between
the Republic of Bulgaria and the Republic of Macedonia. In accordance with the
plan of scientific research, results have been derived, as well as gaps that stand
out as communication discrepancies.

A methodological assessment of the degree of research on the research problem
gives reason to conclude that there are not many scientific works related to the
topic to date. The advantages of the work are manifested in revealing accents
that are tangible, but for one reason or another, describing their weight as factors
has caused difficulty.
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The monograph is useful for a wide range of scientists and specialists who work
in the fields of security, public diplomacy, social sciences and strategic
communications management in organizations.

The published monograph, which has not been presented as a main habilitation
work under a previous or current procedure "Reputational Crises Online",
analyzes current aspects of that part of the reputational crises in organizations
that is emerging or finds resonance in the direction of the expansion of the
communication space to the web-based environment. The topic is developed in
an interdisciplinary manner and as a natural extension of research in the fields of
social psychology, the science of mass and interpersonal communication, PR,
crises, organizational management, etc. The hypothesis is defended that for
organizations, reputation crises are specific in origin, have a characteristic
course of development and are relatively manageable. It is emphasized that
under the pressure of the Internet, new threats to reputation arise, and old ones
acquire new potential. The author has conducted a secondary review of
statistical data from Eurostat, the National Statistical Institute of the Republic of
Bulgaria and other sources, analyzing media content from new and traditional
media and presenting examples. The monograph is organized into five chapters
and a conclusion. At the end of the monograph, a Dictionary of terms used is
published.

The result of the scientific research in the monograph finds expression in the
generalizations that reputational crises are a distinct construct in the crisis field;
they are highly dependent on communication, but in this parameter they are
inseparable between the web space and beyond; the threats to the mass
perception of the organization are external (rumors, trolls, hackers) and internal
(management errors), and the discourse in the web space increasingly proves to
be a sufficient environment for the emergence, development and control of a

reputational crisis.
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The presented publications are aimed at studying current theoretical and applied
problems in the developing border area between security, communication and
international relations, which find expression in:

- linking the concept of security with the natural complication of social systems
(including society), which leads to the complication of communication within
them and between them (including public diplomacy)

- revealing the connection between communication and modern, socially
oriented theories of security, between security and communication, censorship,
propaganda and information warfare, as well as between national security and
public diplomacy.

- identifying communication in cyberspace as a successful and promising tool
for public diplomacy, information and hybrid warfare, as well as the impacts on
public communication and from there on public diplomacy.

1. Scientific contributions:

1.1. A comprehensive and up-to-date study of the scientific literature in our
country and around the world has been carried out, after which theoretical
knowledge in the field of security has been enriched by linking the concept of
security with the natural complication of social systems (including society),
which leads to the complication of communication within them and between
them (including public diplomacy). On this basis, basic theories and concepts
have been critically reconsidered and an original point of view has been
developed, according to which security is diversified as ideal, sought and
achieved. (1.1.1; 2.2.15; 2.2.16).

1.2. After systematizing influential concepts in the field of communication and
social psychology, the theory was enriched with a concept of the relationship
between security and communication, defining the category called "speakers"
and proving its decisive role in public communication developed in relation to
security in the state and society (2.2.14; 2.2.16)

1.3. In the context of security in the state and society, communication theories
and cases were studied, and on this basis, author's definitions of hackers and
trolls were derived. (1.2.1; 2.2.1)

2. Scientific and applied contributions:

2.1. Based on extensive theoretical research, a Model has been created, based on
Niklas Luhmann's Theory of Communication and modern, socially oriented

theories of security, in which recurring dependencies are presented, revealing
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the relationship between security and communication, in particular - between
security, censorship, propaganda and information warfare, as well as between
national security and public diplomacy. (2.2.11; 2.2.14; 2.2.15; 2.2.17)

2.2. A gap in the existing theory has been filled, as public diplomacy (including
new public diplomacy and digital diplomacy) have been proven as an essential
tool for eliminating negative effects in the building and development of nations
and in advancing interests in foreign policy relations. Communication in
cyberspace has been proven as a successful and promising tool for public
diplomacy, information and hybrid warfare. (1.1.1; 2.2.17)

2.3. Original algorithms for influencing public communication and from there
on public diplomacy are derived, which impact hackers, trolls and fake news
have in the context of security, as well as some applications of artificial
intelligence (e.g. microtargeting). The need to develop standards for a
comprehensive approach to preventing the intrusion of interests through
cyberspace is derived. (2.2.1; 2.2.2; 2.2.4; 2.2.6; 2.2.7; 2.2.10; 2.2.13; 2.2.15)
2.4. In response to the increasingly complex interweaving of interests and
strategic communicators in international relations, a methodology for analyzing
interests for security needs has been developed, which methodology uses open
sources and serves to identify the ensemble of participants and their role in
situations of disagreement that have arisen in international relations. (2.2.17)

2.5. The presented works contribute to the developing border area between
security, communication and international relations, by supplementing the
scientific literature and teaching of strategic communications in the direction of
preventing interventions on society and in the context of national security,
regional security, international security and information warfare. (1.1.1; 1.2.1;
2.2.14; 2.2.15; 2.2.17)

5. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and practice.
The scientific results and contributions of the presented scientific production are

oriented in two main directions:
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- enrichment and further development of science in the direction of the social
dimensions of security, with a focus on the principles, dependencies and
mechanisms for forming in society the vision of security of social systems and
on the ways of its transformation into activity.

- further development of the theory regarding the uses of communication (in its
social dimension) for influencing and impacting systems built in the context of
security, by further developing existing and developing new concepts for the
possibilities and implementations of communication in advancing interests in
other systems and in protecting one's own state and society from unwanted
foreign interference in the field of security. In this direction, two emphases are
highlighted:

1) propaganda, information warfare, public diplomacy and in general — strategic
communications, especially those that affect the state and society;

2) the implementations and potential of interventions in national security
through cyberspace.

The scientific and applied scientific contributions and results provided
correspond to the profile of the announced competition. The topics are relevant
and significant for the theory and practice in the field of security and defense.

6. Assessment of the extent to which the contributions are the work of the
candidate.

| consider the above contributions to be the personal work of the candidate, as
the above statistics on the distribution of the candidate's publications show that
the majority of them were developed independently.

7. Critical notes on the reviewed works.

The materials submitted for review in this competition are precisely developed
and structured, using the scientific style and appropriate terminology, do not
provide grounds for formulating critical notes, but rather for recommendations
for continuing scientific work in the field of national security, seeking

opportunities for participation in research teams and projects and attracting
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students to participate in scientific research activities and expanding the
geography for sharing the achieved results.

8. Personal impressions and other issues on which the reviewer believes he
should take a position.

I do not know the candidate in the competition, Dr. Plamen Atanasov, and I
have no joint research and publication activities with him.

9. Conclusion.

Taking into account the above, as well as the quantitative and qualitative
parameters of the presented scientific production and contributions of the only
candidate in the competition, Dr. Plamen Atanasov, I believe that he fully
complies with the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LAADRB) and the Regulations for its
implementation for occupying the academic position of "associate professor",
according to the requirements and conditions of the competition.

10. Evaluation of the candidate.

The review of the materials provided for review shows that Dr. Plamen
Atanasov Atanasov meets the minimum requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LAADRB), the
Regulations for the implementation of the LAADRB and the Regulations for the
Selection and Development of the Academic Staff at the Vasil Levski National
University.
