In the competition for “associate professor”, announced in the State Gazette, no. 107
of December 20, 2024 and on the website of the Vasil Levski National Military
University for the needs of the “Research Activity” Section of the “Research and
Innovation™ Institute, Doctor of Sciences Plamen Atanasov Atanasov participated as
a candidate.

1. General presentation of the procedure and the candidate

For participation in the announced competition for the academic position of
“associate professor” at Vasil Levski National Military University in the field of
higher education 9. “Security and Defense”, professional direction 9.1. “National
security”, announced for the needs of the “Research Activity” Section of the
“Research and Innovation” Institute, documents were submitted by a single
candidate:

- Doctor of Sciences Plamen Atanasov Atanasov from “MONTERI” Single-
Member Limited Liability Company, Pleven.

The set of materials presented by Plamen Atanasov, DSc, on paper and
electronic is in accordance with the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Rules for the Implementation of the
LDASRB, as well as the requirements of the Regulations for the Selection and
Development of the Academic Staff at the Vasil Levski National Military University.

Candidate Plamen Atanasov, DSc, has submitted a total of 20 scientific works,
with a total volume of 634 pages, which were published after the acquisition of the
educational and scientific degree “doctor” and the scientific degree “doctor of
sciences” and include: 1 monograph (habilitation thesis (1.1.), with a volume of 230
pages), 1 monograph, which was not presented as the main habilitation thesis under a
previous or current procedure ((1.2.) with a volume of 219 pages) and 18 scientific
research works (scientific reports/articles (2.1.1, 2.2.1 to 2.2.17.) with a total volume
of 185 pages). | accept all scientific works for review, as they correspond to the
subject area of the announced competition. The distribution of scientific works by
relevant headings, in the country and abroad, is as follows: 18 scientific publications
are in the country, and 2 — abroad, with one of them published in a scientific
publication, referenced and indexed in Scopus. The final assessment also takes into
account 1 textbook with a volume of 138 pages, 1 training manual developed in co-
authorship with a volume of 305 pages (authored 31 pages) and participation in 2
research projects — funded by national and/or international programs.

The candidate's scientific interests and publications are directly oriented towards
the subject area of the competition and the needs of the “Research Activity” Section
of the “Research and Innovation™ Institute.

From the data, documents and references submitted by the candidate, Plamen
Atanasov, DSc, it can be seen that he covers both the minimum national requirements
of the LDASRB and the Rules for the Implementation of the LDASRB - a total of
620 points (out of the required 400), as well as the additional requirements specified
in the Regulations for the Selection and Development of the Academic Staff at the
Vasil Levski National Military University for the occupation of the academic position
of “associate professor” (total 208,77 points (out of the required 150)) in the field of
higher education 9. “Security and Defense”, professional direction 9.1. “National
security”.

The biographical data of the candidate, Plamen Atanasov Atanasov, DSc,
testify to a desire to increase his educational and scientific level, although in different
professional fields — Master of Engineering in Biotechnology, specialty



“Biotechnics” from the Technical University — Sofia, additional qualification in the
specialty “Journalism” from the Higher Institute of Mechanical and Electrical
Engineering — Sofia and acquired in 2017 the educational and scientific degree
“doctor” in professional direction 3.5. Public Communications and Information
Sciences (Journalism — Crisis Public Relations) from Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski”. In 2020, he acquired an additional specialization in “Evolutionary
Psychology and Psychiatry” from the Medical University — Plovdiv. In 2023, he
acquired the scientific degree “Doctor of Sciences” in professional direction 9.1.
“National Security” and scientific specialty “Strategies and Security Policies” from
New Bulgarian University.

The candidate did not hold academic positions, but worked for more than two
years as a research assistant at the Institute of Viticulture and Winemaking, Pleven.

2. General characteristics of the candidate’s activity

From the data presented on the educational and pedagogical activity of the
candidate Plamen Atanasov, DSc, it is clear that he has some experience as a research
assistant and also as a teacher. The candidate Plamen Atanasov, DSc, has presented
evidence that he has prepared and delivered/conducted: 15 hours of classroom course
“Institutional Transmedia Image and Brand” and 30 hours of exercises in the
discipline “Persuasive Communication” at the Faculty of Journalism and Mass
Communication of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”; 6 hours of lectures on
the topic “Publicity of the 21st century — the doctor as a communicator” and 4 hours
of lectures on the topic “Doctor and society facing the challenges of the 21st century.
Thinking about security in the context of public health” at Medical University —
Pleven.

The candidate Plamen Atanasov, DSc, has developed and participated in the
development of 4 study programs in the fields of information security, information-
analytical activity, cyber defense and transmedia image. They are intended for study
in bachelor's and master's programs, and are distributed as follows: 1 — at the Faculty
of Journalism and Mass Communication of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”
and 3 — at the Rakovski National Defence College.

Since the issue of contributions is key and always extremely important, my
assessment of the candidate's scientific and applied scientific activity is based on the
main scientific results and contributions in the scientific works and publications of
Plamen Atanasov, DSc. They can be grouped into two main areas that complement
each other: 1. enrichment and further development of science in the direction of the
social dimensions of security and 2. further development of the theory regarding the
uses of communication to influence and impact on the systems built in the context of
security.

In the presented scientific production of the candidate Plamen Atanasov, DSc,
the leading scientific research work is the monograph presented as a habilitation
thesis, entitled “Issues of Public Diplomacy and Security. A Look at the Bulgarian-
Macedonian Relations in 1991-2024”. Foreign policy and international relations fall
into the object of scientific research formulated by the author in the monograph. In it,
the author defines traditional (professional) diplomacy as a subject of in-depth
research, with the main emphasis being placed on public diplomacy, new public



diplomacy and digital diplomacy. The author examines and explores them in the
perspective of security. In addition, the monograph examines the foreign policy
relations of the Balkans, including the countries of the Republic of Bulgaria, the
Republic of North Macedonia, the Republic of Serbia, the Republic of Greece and the
Republic of Albania. Emphasis is placed on Bulgarian-Macedonian relations in the
context of public diplomacy. In relation to the latter, Plamen Atanasov, DSc, defines
the negative effects of the language of hate, the replacement of the historical past,
physical violence against the right to national self-awareness and the resulting
collisions in foreign policy relations as a challenge to security.

Regarding my overall assessment of the scientific and applied scientific
activities, | note that | accept the author's reference for the original scientific
contributions, and | will allow myself to systematize them in the following way:

1. Among the scientific contributions | count:

- Based on a critical rethinking of basic theories, an original point of view has
been developed, according to which security is diversified as ideal, sought and
achieved — publications 1.1.1; 2.2.15 and 2.2.16;

- Theoretical knowledge in the field of security has been enriched by linking the
concept of security with the natural complexity of social systems (including society),
which leads to the complexity of communication within them and between them
(including public diplomacy) — publications 1.1.1; 2.2.15 and 2.2.16;

- After systematizing influential concepts in the field of communication and
social psychology, the theory was enriched with a concept of the relationship between
security and communication, defining the category called "speakers™ and proving its
decisive role in public communication developed in relation to security in the state
and society — publications 2.2.14 and 2.2.16;

- In the context of security in the state and society, communication theories and
cases have been studied, and on this basis, author's definitions of hackers and trolls
have been derived — publications 1.2.1 and 2.2.1.

2. As more significant achievements in scientific publications, mainly due to
their applied nature, can be assessed:

- Based on extensive theoretical research, a Model has been created, based on
Niklas Luhmann's Theory of Communication and contemporary, socially oriented
theories of security, in which recurring dependencies are presented, revealing the
relationship between security and communication, in particular - between security,
censorship, propaganda and information warfare, as well as between national security
and public diplomacy — publications 2.2.11; 2.2.14; 2.2.15 and 2.2.17;

- A gap in the existing theory has been filled, as public diplomacy (including
new public diplomacy and digital diplomacy) has been proven to be an essential tool
for eliminating negative effects in the building and development of nations and in
advancing interests in foreign policy relations. Communication in cyberspace has
been proven to be an effective and promising tool for public diplomacy, information
and hybrid warfare — publications 1.1.1 and 2.2.17;

- Original algorithms for impact on public communication and hence on public
diplomacy are derived, which impact is exerted in the context of security by hackers,
trolls and fake news, as well as some applications of artificial intelligence (e.g.



microtargeting). The need to develop standards for a comprehensive approach to
protecting against the imposition of interests through cyberspace is derived —
publications 2.2.1; 2.2.2; 2.2.4; 2.2.6; 2.2.7; 2.2.10; 2.2.13 and 2.2.15;

- In response to the increasingly complex interweaving of interests and strategic
communicators in international relations, a methodology for analyzing interests for
security needs has been developed, which methodology uses open sources and serves
to identify the ensemble of actors and their role in situations of disagreement that
have arisen in international relations — publication 2.2.17;

- The presented works contribute to the developing border area between
security, communication and international relations, complementing the scientific
literature and teaching of strategic communications in the direction of protecting
against interventions on society and in the context of national security, regional
security, international security and information warfare — publications 1.1.1; 1.2.1;
2.2.14; 2.2.15 and 2.2.17.

For the reviewed joint publications, the author does not submit separation
protocols, for which I assume that the authors' contributions are equal.

It can be reasonably assumed that the formulated contributions and obtained
results are the personal merit of the candidate, and evidence of their importance is the
citations of the candidate's scientific publications in other scientific works. The
attached reference indicates: 8 citations of 4 publications in monographs and
collective volumes with scientific peer review.

3. Opinion on the presence or absence of plagiarism

At the time of review, | am not aware of receiving a non-anonymous and
motivated written report of plagiarism in the candidate's publications.

4. Critical notes and recommendations

| have no critical comments on the scientific works submitted to me for review. |
recommend the candidate to seek wider international recognition of his scientific
developments by increasing the number of scientific publications in English and
aiming for their publication in refereed and indexed scientific publications in Web of
Science/Scopus, both in the country and abroad.

5. Conclusion

The documents and materials presented by Plamen Atanasov Atanasov, DSc,
meet all the requirements of the LDASRB, the Regulations for the Implementation of
the LDASRB and the Regulations for the Selection and Development of the
Academic Staff at Vasil Levski National Military University. The candidate in the
competition has submitted a sufficient number of scientific works published after the
materials used in the defense of a dissertation work for the acquisition of the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” and scientific degree ‘“Doctor of
Sciences”. In the works of the candidate, there are original contributions of a
scientific, scientific-applied and applied nature, which have received recognition at
the national and international level, and a part of them have been published in
journals and scientific collections issued by international academic publishers. His
theoretical developments have practical applicability, and all are directly oriented to
the scientific field and professional direction of the announced competition.



The results achieved by Plamen Atanasov Atanasov, DSc, in the educational and
research activities fully correspond to the minimum national and additional
requirements of Vasil Levski National Military University for holding the academic
position of “associate professor”.

6. Evaluation of the candidate

After getting acquainted with the materials and scientific works presented by the
