1. The created scientific problem’s relevance and significance

Without question, the dissertation research topic is important and
appropriate, particularly in light of the current crises that the state and the rest of
the globe are experiencing. The topic's current relevance is primarily determined
by the expanding significance of national security and the impact of the evolving
security landscape on the nation's military security dynamics. Dynamics, as the
etymology of the term suggests, is a state of movement, development, and change
in any phenomenon, policy, or certain system under the influence of various
factors and forces.

Studying this dynamic is crucial since it's essential for understanding how
complicated the security environment is and how it could affect military security,
as is also mentioned on page 305. "In essence, intricate and dynamic interactions
between nations, regions, and international players characterize the geopolitical

situation in the world."



The study's research thesis, which states that military security is crucial for
hierarchical and network systems, is extremely well-formulated. Effective
cooperation between national and collective security systems is essential. The
value of military security can be increased by implementing compensating
methods that can improve cooperation and guarantee professional contact
between various security systems.

All of this is directly related to the dissertation's principles, as is highlighted
in the development on page 169, which states that "security is a necessity, public
good, and value." Security is seen as a process that results in a particular outcome
in the development of society and the state.

The dissertation study topic is closely related to the development's primary
substance, which adds to the work's great practical worth.

The development is highly significant because it includes several new

scientific doctrines in the area of national security.

2. The general structure and organization of the dissertation

The author has managed to stress his research handwriting and style while
yet adhering to the logic of comparable advances in the overall structure of the
dissertation study that is given.

According to a research thesis, military security is crucial for networks and
hierarchical systems. which implies that good coordination between national and
collective security systems is essential, according to the author. Another key
problem is that military security can become even more important if
compensating measures are put in place that improve cooperation and guarantee
professional contact between various security systems. As the author states on
page 10, "... the concept of "defense" can no longer be tied solely to the
geographical location of a given country.” This broadening in the view of the

changing security environment is significantly distinct.



The definition of the object of scientific research, which is defined and tied
to the process of forming strategic goals, political decisions, and priorities related
to the defense and military security of the state, plays a central role in the author's
interpretation of the scientific issues addressed by Assoc. Marinov.

The military security system of the national state in the contemporary
security environment in the Balkan Peninsula region is the clearly defined issue
of scientific research in this context.

The research purpose is effectively argued: in order to have a thorough
understanding of the dynamics of military security, it is critical to identify
overlooked elements that affect the Republic of Bulgaria's national security.

The dissertation is organized as follows: an introduction; five sections;
conclusions for each section; general conclusions and recommendations;
contributions from science and science applied; conclusion; list of references; and
appendices.

The introduction summarizes the dissertation project in general and shows
how far along the scientific problem has progressed. It supports the working
thesis, purpose, research tasks, research methodologies, and other aspects of the
study, as well as their applicability and importance.

Since the author effectively manages the very complex terminology in the
researched topic and presents it in a very clear style, the overall structure of the
dissertation research is at a very high level.

The entire scientific study is presented in an incredibly balanced way, with
each chapter and paragraph having a very specific placement. The development
is replete with empirical data, which is presented in an extremely professional
and understandable manner.

The author's style helps the reader understand the content as an entire thing.

The chosen research methodology used in this study can be positively
assessed. It completely considers the study problem's complexity and variety as

well as the specified research tasks. The primary scientific methodology



employed for the research is a systematic approach based on the dialectical triad
"thesis-antithesis-synthesis". Both traditional and novel approaches are used in
scientific research. Traditional approaches include systematic, factorial,
comparative, theoretical analysis and synthesis, content analysis, critical inquiry,
and the merging of logic and historicism. Innovative methodologies include
adopting a multidisciplinary approach, using phenomenological methods, using
hermeneutics and interpretation, applying randomization and stratification
techniques, validating and applying research results, and conducting risk analysis
and management.

The study's foundation is a thorough comparative analytical evaluation of
novels, documentaries, monographs, dissertations, and literary sources from the
Internet.

The dissertation has 525 pages total, of which 432 pages are the main text;
88 figures total; 32 tables total; 14 definitions; 10 statements total; 38
applications; and 203 literary sources.

It's also essential to remember that the research methodology, key findings,
and conclusions were presented, debated, and approved at meetings of Vasil
Levski National University's "Military Sciences" Department, at scientific
meetings, in a scientific journal, in publications, and referenced and indexed in
renowned scientific databases between 2016 and 2023. The primary concepts and
theories of the study are presented in 14 printed papers totaling 107 pages.

In summary, it can be emphasized that the dissertation work fully meets
the conditions and requirements for such type of scientific work.

I do not doubt that the author will continue to expand on the significance
of military security dynamics in the evolving security landscape in the future,
particularly when it comes to the state’s quest for adaptable national policies in
this area. Richard van Hooydonk wrote in his book "The World Tomorrow"
(Kragozor ed., 2019) that"... too standardized today's training does not meet the

special needs of today and tomorrow in the various sectors of business life". I will



make an analogy between this and his opinion. They demand more creativity,
ingenuity, teamwork, and problem-solving abilities. A conclusion that

unquestionably proves the thesis!

3. Features of the dissertation work's contributions that are scientific
and scientifically applied. Credibility of the information

I acknowledge that the dissertation's scientific and scientifically applied
contributions are the author's.

Among the scientific-applied contributions, the following are key: the
priority areas for influencing the subsystems building the national security of the
Republic of Bulgaria by 2023 are defined, obtained through a survey of an expert
panel; a system of criteria for evaluating the hierarchy of influence subsystems of
the country's national security system is presented; a methodology was developed
and tested for determining the dynamics of military security at the simultaneous
action of two reasons for changing the security environment in a given region of
the world.

The two sets of recommendations are an intriguing focus in this
development's practical section. I would especially draw attention to the
following: The development of a concept of military security of the state to
improve the coordination with the governing bodies and the functioning of the
national security protection system; preservation and development of Bulgaria's
scientific and technical capacity for adopting new technologies and developing
its cutting-edge ones; technologies are promising elements for safeguarding
national security; and the development of options for the country's behavior in

the face of various threats to national security.

4. Evaluation of the scientific results and contributions of the

dissertation work



The evaluation of scientific contributions is excellent. It can be
categorically emphasized that the existing knowledge in the field of the
researched issues is significantly enriched through scientific development.
Finally, a significant portion of the suggestions and ideas that have been
submitted have a high degree of practical applicability.

I fully and completely approve of the author's participation in receiving the

contributions made to the dissertation.

S. Evaluation of dissertation publications and authorship

List "Appendix No. 25" in the procedure documentation contains all 25
scientific works (author's 17 and co-authored 8 scientific works), of which 19
scientific works for review (author's 13 and co-authored 6 works), in Bulgarian
language - 11, in English — 8, being in the evaluation card for verification of the
procedure with a total of 179.99 points, with the required 100 points according to
the norm. Total number of pages of publications — 107 pages.

Every development is thematically focused, closely tied to the dissertation
research topic, and serves to both advance and lay the groundwork for the
widespread application of scientific research concepts.

A high degree of generalization, the identification of trends, and the
inclusion of prognostic elements in his publications have been achieved through
the application of the dynamic, systematic, and evaluative approach, which
Associate Professor Rumen Marinov has effectively chosen by the dynamic and
complex nature of the problem.

Overall, the evaluation of the publications that are attached is favorable
because the writer's style is identifiable and simple for the reader to understand,
and Associate Professor Dr. Rumen Marinov is skilled at deciphering
linguistically and stylistically exceedingly complex national security

terminology.



The citations and references of the candidate's publications serve as an
invaluable source of information about his scientific activity and the recognition
of his work.

Associate Doctor Marinov is a well-known and frequently cited writer. The
candidate has received a total of 11 /eleven/ citations, which accurately and
completely describe the documentation that is attached. This brings the candidate
130 points in the assessment card for verification by the procedure, plus an
additional 100 points if required by norms.

Apart from his university colleagues, which demonstrates teamwork and a
positive organizational culture, it can be noted that the author is recognized and
stated in scientific circles, as well as by fellow students across the nation.

In light of the caliber of the candidate's scientific output, all conditions are
met, including the assurance to increase his publication activity to highly

regarded journals overseas and citability by foreign authors.

6. Literary awareness and competence of the doctoral student

The dissertation draws on 203 sources, all of which are very well-balanced
in terms of type and style.

In the context of creating the dissertation work, the author's high level of
literary awareness might be positively evaluated. He draws from a wide range of
literary works, including works by well-known Bulgarian writers and global
innovators.

The fact that the entire literary foundation is drawn from recent sources is
another important detail.

It is vital to point out that the writer utilized all sources appropriately and
proficiently, following set guidelines and standards through precise references
and citations.

The ability of the author to employ the literary foundation creatively is also

a factor in categorical judgment.



7. Evaluation of the self-reference

To make it possible to highlight the achieved scientific and applied results
and contributions, the abstract, which consists of 56 pages, is composed following
the requirements and traditions of this particular procedure's component. It also

reflects all of the major sections of the dissertation.

8. Critical observations and suggestions
For Prof. Dr. Rumen Marinov, I have the following scientific-
methodological notes and recommendations:

e I advise the author to keep up and broaden the area of his research
by seeking appropriate locations for presenting his scientific
production and ideas in international journals and scientific forums,
as well as to increase the number of English-language publications
in which he publishes. In this way, I firmly believe that the research's
findings and ideas can be published in materials that are cited in
Scopus;

® Prof. Marinov's involvement in editorial boards and scientific
publications both locally and globally is particularly significant for
his creative and scientific growth. In the long term, this would be
particularly beneficial for the research unit, the institution, and its
specializations;

e It is appropriate to expand on the theories around the concept of the
"learning organization" in future advances, as they are not well
represented in dissertation work. Based on these, some of the
suggestions and concepts might be modified and take on a
considerably more adaptable appearance and form when they are put

into effect;



e Future research by the candidate on the use of "benchmarking" as a
means of comparing and identifying best practices could be an
intriguing area of study. This would make benchmarking procedures
easier as well as the testing and implementation of ideas and best
practices found through research.

The notes and suggestions made above are not intended to diminish the
significance of scientific advancement; rather, they are meant to improve the
doctorate student's future research productivity, whose success I firmly believe

in.

9. Personal impressions and other matters on which the reviewer
considers it necessary to take a position

Assoc. Dr. Rumen Marinov is a scientist who, in my opinion, has a very
exceptional and lasting scientific presence. He is a well-known author and
academic in the security domain.

I wanted to bring attention to his high level of organizational and
administrative proficiency.

collaboration, and exceptional level of professionalism.
