1. Relevance and significance of the studied scientific problem

The security policy of the Republic of Bulgaria is based on the values of
democracy, our national culture, human and citizen rights, equal opportunities
for personal development, as well as the Constitution of the country and the
fundamental acts to guarantee international security. Changes in the security
environment and the resulting risks and threats are subject to constant analysis
and assessment in order to search for ways to provide an adequate and effective
response and guarantee national security and protection of the country's
interests. National security is a priority of the state leadership. Military security,
as one of its main elements, is subject to constant development and
improvement. The membership of any country in a collective security and
defense organization is associated not only with certain benefits, but also with
obligations to the organization. Collective guarantees and commitments to the
security of an individual state are significantly more reliable and stronger than
national ones, especially for medium and small states. Relying on them to ensure
national security significantly relieves individual countries of the defense costs
of developing and maintaining the necessary defense structures and capabilities.
These aspects of national security should be adequately reflected in the
development of the national security strategies of individual NATO and EU

member states.



Military security is one of the national security defining factors. It is
achieved through active work towards a favorable international environment. It
depends on the state of the military-political and military-strategic situation on
the one hand and the state's defense capability on the other. Military security is a
state defined by the nation's military capabilities to protect national interests and
wealth from external or internal intervention. The purpose of military security is
to provide the necessary defense potential to neutralize military threats and to
reliably protect the population, strategic objects, territorial integrity and
sovereignty of the state.

From ancient times to modern times, Bulgaria has been a crossroads of
different cultures, civilizations and interests. It occupies a strategic location in
Southeast Europe, bordering Serbia, Romania, North Macedonia, Greece and
Turkey. This region is characterized by geopolitical complexity, involving
competition for influence between various actors such as the European Union,
Russia, the United States, NATO, etc. In this context, Bulgaria is at a crossroads
and faces challenges such as energy security, migration, terrorism and
geopolitical instability in the region.

After the accession of the Republic of Bulgaria to NATO and the
European Union, its security strategy is not limited to national frameworks, but
represents part of the efforts of our allies. The risks and threats to the security of
the Republic of Bulgaria and its citizens largely coincide with or resemble the
ones threatening other EU and NATO countties.

The Bulgarian Armed Forces are a key instrument for guaranteeing the
national security. In recent decades, it has undergone serious structural changes,
including reductions in the number of military personnel, modernization of
armament and participation in peacekeeping missions under the auspices of the
United Nations and NATO.

A strategic goal of the defense policy of the BAF is to protect and assert

national interests through the development, improvement and use of adequate



defense capabilities and the construction of a single set of interoperable armed
forces capable of fulfilling the entire volume of tasks arising from the trends in
the development of the geostrategic environment of security.

The analysis of the strategic situation regarding the role of the Bulgarian
Armed Forces and the Republic of Bulgaria in guaranteeing the national security
highlights the complexity of the challenges the country is facing. The need for
sustainable strategies to address security, threats and support for world peace
and stability are crucial for the future of Bulgaria in the global context.

National security is one of the most frequently used terms in the speech of
politicians and statesmen. The national security or insecurity is used to justify
one's own decisions and actions or to attack political opponents. Practical
measures that preserve the lives of thousands of people are taken in the name of
national security, along with others, that are a threat and risk to the security and
prosperity of the own country and to international entities. National security
manifests itself precisely within the nation and applies to all the ethnic groups
included in it. Therefore, the analysis of national security is inaccurate if it does
not take into account the changes arising in the understanding of a nation as a
result of modern globalization processes. Often, the concepts of "nation" and
"people" are equated, which is not accurate and is an obstacle to solving the
problems of national security in multinational states.

The dissertation submitted for review by Col. Assoc. Rumen Angelov
Marinov, PhD is a fully completed scientific study of the process of the dynamic
development of the national security system and the state of the country's
military security, as well as the prospects for their development in the changing
security environment.

The author has managed to analyze the main issues and the essence of the
national security and defense system, he has derived the main methods for
determining and evaluating the state of national security, as well as the

conditions for guaranteeing military security. The results of the studies of the



problems related to the dynamics of military security, as well as the disclosure
of the influence of geopolitical factors in the formation of national interests,
through the application of cutting-edge research models, are indisputable.

We are not aware of the existence of any other similar developments in
the field of the problem researched and presented by the author. The latter has
correctly cited all scientific studies and publications of authors related to the
problems of national security, dividing them into two groups, but no specific
studies have been conducted on the problem of the relationship between military
and national security over time. Despite the large number of studies in this area,
there is no development that presents the dynamics of military security, which
further increases the value of the dissertation.

There is a chronological dependence, constructive sequence and
interconnectedness of the presented research, analysis, studies, conclusions and
proposals, both between individual chapters and in the general conclusions,
recommendations, publications and applications of the dissertation.

The scientific work presented unambiguously by Col. Assoc. Rumen
Angelov Marinov, PhD is an extremely useful and significant work for theory
and practice, corresponding to the formulated topic, objective and scientific
research tasks. The relevance and scientific significance of the dissertation

presented for discussion is indisputable

2. Evaluation of the scientific results and contributions of the

dissertation

The analysis and the role of the problematic issues studied by the author
in the current dissertation, which are directly related to the changing security
environment and its impact on the possibility of adequate countermeasures of
Armed Forces depending on the emerging non-traditional threats, bring out

military security as the main factor of national security. The main directions



giving a complete picture of the national and military security system and
defining their essence have been clearly outlined.

An orderly system of theoretical conclusions and practical proposals has
been created to assess the hierarchy of national security subsystems and to
forecast the state of the country's military and national security. Strategies for
ensuring the country’s national security, determining the military security
dynamics, have been developed theoretically and practically, on the basis of
complex methods of games. New knowledge needed to define the dynamics of
national security and create skills through different security models to help adapt
the country's military security model has been generated.

The dissertation is distinguished by its completeness and achievement of
the research goal. We fully accept the scientific and scientific-applied
contributions declared by Col. Assoc. Rumen Angelov Marinov, PhD. We
believe that the above mentioned are entirely his personal work and can be
qualified as enrichment and further development of existing knowledge, proof of
new facts and statements and proposals for applying the results in practice.
Much of the research results have been verified through fourteen publications.
They are entirely original work of the author and could serve as a basis for
future research on the problematic issues under consideration in the field of
national and military security.

The main scientific and scientific applied results of the research carried
out in the development of the dissertation thesis come down to proving essential
and new aspects of the existing scientific problems and theories with new
means. They are essential for the enrichment of theory and practice regarding
the development of new approaches to determining the dynamics of military
security. The current dissertation has a direct application in the development and
updating of the normative and legislative base concerning the problems of the

national and military security of the country.



The presented scientific work represents a challenge for the scientific
community working on the problems of national security because of the author's
ambition - generating new knowledge about increasing the role of the armed
forces through the modernization of the armament of the Bulgarian Armed

Forces and taking into account the dynamics of military security.

3. Critical remarks

In addition to the positive aspects of the thesis presented to me for
opinion, certain weaknesses have also been noticed:

- the specified 1 and 3 limitations and assumptions are of a general nature
and do not give an idea of what will be excluded and limited;

- the name of fig. 1 should be "Threats to national security" and
"Classification of threats to the national security of the Republic of Bulgaria®;

- when listing, after a colon and numbering with Arabic numerals, some
of the sentences begin with a capital letter (pp. 30, 69, 92 111, 127, 136, 163,
166, 168, 185, 223, 250, 254, 320, 339, 355, 365), and some — with a small letter
(pp. 21, 24, 26, 29, 40, 42, 69, 70, 76, 99, 106, 150, 153, 157, 160, 165, 167,
170, 177, 178, 184, 187, 190, 205 213, 226, 230, 232, 233, 240, 262, 293, 308,
356, 359, 360, 363);

- some of the conclusions made are of a general nature and need
corrections (5 from Chapter One, 1 from Chapter Two, 1 and 2 from Chapter
Four, 6 from Chapter Five, 2, 6 and 8 from general conclusions)

- the content of the figures is written in different ways (some are bolded,
others not, and still others are only partly bolded);

- separate chapters have been formulated in the content of the dissertation,
and on page 279 the author mentions Chapter Two;

- in the Bibliography of the section "Laws, normative acts, regulatory and

administrative documents" there is a mixture of Cyrillic and Latin sources;



- the presented appendices of the dissertation lack a separate list, which
makes their practical use difficult;

- in the list of tables there is no content about what Table 1, 2, etc. refer to.

The indicated critical remarks do not detract from the merits and value of
the current dissertation, but would be taken into account in the further scientific

research by the author.

4. Conclusion

The dissertation thesis proposed by Col. Assoc. Rumen Angelov Marinov,
PhD on the topic "Dynamics of military security in the evolving security
environment" is a fully completed, well-formed and systematized scientific
work, with enviable scientific and scientific-applied results contributions
proving the author's ability to independently develop topical issues important for
theory and practice. The same fully complies with the "Law on the Development
of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria", the Regulations for its
Application and the regulations and normative documents at Vasil Levski
National Military University and is in full compliance with the requirements for
acquiring the scientific degree Doctor of Science.

The results obtained in the dissertation represent an original contribution
and show that the author has in-depth theoretical knowledge and practical skills
in Scientific Area 9. Security and Defense, Professional Field 9.1. National
Security, giving us a reason to believe that he meets the requirements for

obtaining the scientific degree Doctor of Science.

5. Evaluation of dissertation

Based on the analysis of the dissertation submitted to us for evaluation

and the results achieved in it, we can conclude that it represents a thorough and



independent scientific study in the field of national and military security. We
give a positive assessment of the dissertation and propose to the Scientific Jury
to award Col. Assoc. Prof. Rumen Angelov Marinov,PhD the scientific degree
Doctor of Science in the Area of Higher Education Department 9. Security and
Defense, Professional Field 9.1. National Security.
