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1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem

The dissertation is dedicated to a topical topic related to the study of the
possibilities for military-economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black
Sea region.

Today, in the conditions of growing threats from military conflicts, terrorism,
extremism, etc., the need to deepen military interaction between the EU countries,
especially at the regional level, is growing. In this context, the search for
opportunities to strengthen military and economic cooperation and collective
defense is gaining great importance. The analyses and conclusions from the research
conducted in this dissertation are of key importance for establishing long-term and
sustainable military and economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black
Sea region. Despite the existing scientific research on this topic, basic issues, such

as the possibilities for the development of military and economic cooperation within



the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region, require more thorough study and
analysis. In this regard, the chosen topic deals with important and current aspects of
international military and economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black
Sea region. The conducted research categorically proves the need for scientific
justification of the economic, political and military advantages of creating an
alliance of the countries of this region and strengthening regional security. The
achieved results have practical significance and contain scientific novelty such as;
the need to create an alliance and a new system of collective security in Eastern
Europe; development of a hierarchical model of the composition of the countries of
the Baltic-Black Sea Union; development of an economic strategy to improve the
effectiveness of Latvia's participation as part of the alliance of these countries. The
specific opportunities for cooperation are refracted through the prism of modern
trends in the global and regional geopolitical situation.

The conducted research, in-depth analyses, findings and conclusions, as well
as the overall content of the dissertation work are in full accordance with the chosen
topic, and the results obtained and the proposals made can be used by the
management levels of military and economic institutions to develop specific
measures for the development of military-economic cooperation of the Baltic and
Black Sea countries.

I believe that the doctoral student shows not only good theoretical preparation
on the chosen topic, but also accurately determines the new projections in terms of
the practical interpretation of the results of the study, for deepening the international
military and economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic and Black Sea
region. Skillfully, with solid objective arguments and evidence, the doctoral student,

achieving the goal and specific tasks, justifies the relevance of the chosen topic.



2. General characteristics and structure of the dissertation work

The dissertation work is developed in a volume of 217 standard pages. In
terms of the structure and content of the dissertation work, a good and logical
presentation of the material is achieved. The work is structured as follows:
introduction, three chapters, conclusion, literature and applications. The results of
the study are illustrated in 26 tables, 15 figures and 11 applications. A list of
abbreviations is presented.

For the purpose of the scientific research, a methodology is applied, which
includes a system of research methods. The following main methods were used:
system-structural analysis, methods of comparative, historical and logical,
quantitative and qualitative analysis, analysis and synthesis, expert assessments,
SWOT analysis, etc. The applied methodology is based on scientific research,
political documents, strategies of national and international organizations, etc.
regarding the role of the military sector in ensuring national security, economic
development, military cooperation and partnership. Multiple approaches and
theories were used, such as the theory of the balance of power; the theory of the
balance of threats; the theory of the security dilemma; the theory of perception, etc.
The main hypothesis on which the study is based is that the security of the country
at the national and regional level is determined both by the development of its own
military sector and by the advantages of international military cooperation.

The purpose of the dissertation work is clearly and specifically formulated,
namely, revealing the theoretical and practical foundations for the development of
international military cooperation between the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea
region. Three tasks have been set to fulfill the goal.

The subject and object of the study are logically related to the main
hypothesis, goal and tasks.



Despite the existing limitations of the study, caused by the peculiarities of
implementing the concept of strengthening military cooperation of the Baltic-Black
Sea region and, in particular, the economy of Latvia, the results and assessments
obtained are an objective basis for achieving the goals and tasks of the study.

The first chapter examines the theoretical foundations of the essence and will
of military and economic cooperation between states. Particular attention is paid to
the characteristics of the national security system, the military sector and military-
economic cooperation as a factor in ensuring national security.

The second chapter provides an analytical assessment of the development of
cooperation between the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region based on a
comparative characteristic of the economic and military sectors. The main
geopolitical and economic prerequisites for the creation of the BSSR are analyzed.

The third chapter examines the prospects for the development of the economic
and military potential of the Baltic region and Latvia in particular, as part of the
system of regional and collective security.

I believe that the general characteristics and structure of the dissertation work

meet the requirements for the implementation of the goal and the tasks set.

3. Characteristics of the scientific and applied scientific contributions in
the dissertation work. Reliability of the material

I accept the scientific and applied scientific contributions in the dissertation
work indicated by the doctoral student.

I definitely believe that the content of the dissertation work and the results of
the independently conducted research provide grounds to highlight the following
main scientific and applied scientific contributions:

Scientific contributions



* Based on a thorough critical analysis of contemporary theories and practices,
theoretical views on military cooperation, partnership, as a basis for protecting
national and regional security, have been revealed and enriched. On this basis, the
need to build a new system of collective security of the countries of the Eastern
European region is justified.

* New knowledge is revealed about military-economic cooperation between
the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region, based on the developed proposals for
achieving common interests through coordination of security policy and economic
development.

Among the scientific and applied contributions, I will highlight:

* A model for military-economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-
Black Sea region with a scientifically substantiated hierarchical structure has been
developed.

* Specific methodological approaches have been proposed for determining the
share and forms of military-economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-
Black Sea region.

* The conceptual platform of the strategy of Latvia for sustainable economic
development in the context of cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea

region has been scientifically substantiated.

4. Evaluation of the scientific results and contributions of the dissertation
The dissertation contains valuable ideas, results, views, and specific
recommendations for practice, which can be successfully used by military experts
of the countries of the Baltic and Black Sea regions to deepen and strengthen
military-economic cooperation, through the creation of the BES as a military
strategy and response to the emerging global and regional changes. The obtained

analytical results not only enrich the existing knowledge, but also contain new views
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and methodological approaches for the development of new forms of cooperation
within the framework of the existing and the creation of new military alliances of
the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region. In the context of the problems in the
modern system of European and global security, the proposal for the formation of
an alliance between the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region is of strategic
importance for ensuring the military-economic security of the region. The scientific
justification for the formation of such an alliance leads to the unification and
enrichment of the region's resources and contributes to the specialization of countries
in the new conditions of the digital economy. The analytical assessments and
comparative characteristics made in the dissertation work of the development and
scale of the military sector of the countries have a high practical value for ensuring
security in modern conditions, as military, economic and other forms of cooperation
are sought. On these issues, the doctoral student presents and defends his ideas,
views and specific proposals for improving the national development strategy of
Latvia. The main tasks and guidelines for Latvia's participation in the BSES, with a
view to ensuring collective security, are also determined.

We can summarize that the results of the dissertation research enrich the
theory and practice of issues of national and economic security in a regional and

global context.

5. Evaluation of publications on the dissertation and authorship

In connection with the dissertation work, 6 /six/ scientific articles have been
published. Four articles are independent and two articles are co-authored. The
articles are published in English. The articles have been published in international
indexed journals: IJCSNS International Journal of Computer Science and Network
Security (WoS), Three Seas Economic Journal (Baltija Publishing House),

Economics and Education (Riga, Latvia), ACCESS to Science, Business, Innovation
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in Digital Economy (Bulgaria) and a collection of conference reports. No citations
by other authors are indicated. The published scientific articles are related to the
topic of the dissertation work.

The total number of points from the scientific publications is 50. The doctoral
student not only meets, but exceeds the national minimum scientometric indicators

for acquiring the ONS "doctor".

6. Literary awareness and competence of the doctoral student

During the study, 293 literary titles in English and Russian were studied. The
rich set of literary sources, the critical analysis of various definitions, theoretical
concepts, practical models of the national security system unambiguously show that
the dissertation is the result of in-depth study and research. This allowed the doctoral
student to examine the problem of security and the possibilities for cooperation of
the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region from various aspects - military,
economic and political.

The literature used is up-to-date and directly related to the topic of the
dissertation. A unified citation approach has been adopted. In brackets, the cited
literary sources are correctly indicated by year, which facilitates the reference to the
relevant authors.

It is noticeable that the doctoral student has good theoretical and practical
training and in-depth knowledge of the processes of international military and
economic cooperation between the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region. The
scientifically substantiated conclusions and inferences made after each chapter
demonstrate the doctoral student's ability to analyze, creatively interpret and
summarize the results obtained, expressing his own attitude, subordinate to the goals

and objectives of the research.



In conclusion, I can note that the doctoral student demonstrates good
knowledge of the issues and various research aspects of the dissertation problem.
The achieved results show that the doctoral student has good theoretical preparation,
solid practical knowledge and skills, which have allowed the independent conduct

of the scientific research.

7. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract correctly and accurately reflects the structure and content of the
dissertation work. It includes the main sections of the dissertation, results of the
research, conclusions, scientific and applied scientific contributions and scientific

publications.

8. Critical remarks

I have no significant critical remarks on the dissertation research. As a
recommendation to the doctoral student in his future work, I would indicate that he
deepen the study of the researched topic, since its relevance and significance will
increase.

I recommend that the doctoral student publish the results of the dissertation

work in global databases (Scopus /Web of Science).

9. Personal impressions and other issues on which the reviewer believes
he should take a position
I do not know the doctoral candidate personally and have no personal

impressions of his scientific development.

10. Conclusion



Given the merits of the dissertation, the relevance and significance of the
research problem, the need to seek opportunities for military-economic cooperation
of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region, the good theoretical and practical
level and the ability of the doctoral student to carry out research activities, it can be
summarized that the presented dissertation meets the normatively established criteria
