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INTRODUCTION
This dissertation abstract presents the main aspects of the

study, which examines the contemporary challenges related to the
control and prevention of human trafficking in the Republic of
Bulgaria. Human trafficking poses a grave threat to national security
and violates human rights in various aspects, including personal,
public, and national security.

The primary aim of the dissertation is to analyze the existing
measures and mechanisms for the prevention and control of human
trafficking and to propose new approaches to improve their
effectiveness. The investigation places particular emphasis on the
identification of pivotal factors contributing to this issue and the
formulation of measures that address contemporary challenges in the
domain of national security.

The research is structured around three primary facets of the
problem: economic, social, and legal. These facets are subjected to
comparative analysis and empirical research to identify prevailing
patterns and trends, with the objective of proposing effective
measures to combat and prevent human trafficking.

RELEVANCE OF THE PROBLEM

The present study seeks to contribute to the body of
knowledge surrounding the issue of trafficking in human beings
(THB) by exploring its relevance and the regulatory framework in
place in the Republic of Bulgaria. The Anti-Trafficking in Human
Beings Act and the Criminal Code of the Republic of Bulgaria serve
as the primary legislative instruments in addressing this pressing
global concern. The multifaceted nature of THB encompasses various
forms of exploitation, including sexual exploitation, forced labor,
slavery, and organ harvesting. The victims of trafficking are
frequently subjected to violence, manipulation, and coercion, with the
primary vulnerable groups comprising impoverished and educated
individuals, predominantly women, but also including men, children,
and infants. Notwithstanding law enforcement efforts, the number of



victims remains substantial, with the majority of cases involving
missing girls for whom there is no guarantee of return.

Human trafficking is a dynamic phenomenon that adapts to
new technologies and social conditions, including through
cybersexual exploitation and forced begging. This pernicious
phenomenon poses a grave threat to national security and social
stability. Addressing this issue necessitates concerted efforts at the
national and international levels, in addition to the implementation of
legislation and policies aimed at safeguarding victims and preventing
trafficking-related crimes. Furthermore, trafficking in human beings
is intricately linked to the ongoing migration crisis, underscoring the
imperative for coordinated action to address various forms of
exploitation and to provide support to victims and affected nations.
PURPOSE

In light of the mounting urgency and significance of the issue
of human trafficking in a globalizing world, this study aims to:

- analyze contemporary trends in this domain;

- identify the primary factors contributing to the
emergence and progression of this phenomenon; and

- propose specific measures to counteract it.
HYPOTHESIS

The implementation of educational campaigns and the
integration of the subject matter into existing curricula is proposed as
a strategy to raise awareness among young people regarding the risks
associated with trafficking in human beings. This approach is
predicated on the notion that by equipping individuals with the
requisite knowledge and skills to protect themselves, the number of
victims of trafficking can be reduced over time. One potential avenue
for this undertaking is the integration of a module on trafficking in
human beings within the context of civic education classes. This
module could encompass information pertaining to recruitment
methods, victims' rights, and the identification of indicators of
trafficking. Furthermore, specialized seminars targeting law and
social work students could be established within academic



institutions. These seminars could be complemented by awareness-
raising campaigns at the local level, in collaboration with local non-
governmental organizations (NGOs). Such campaigns might include
the distribution of informational materials and the facilitation of
public discussions. Notable examples of such campaigns include the
European Union's " End human trafficking. Break the invisible
chain"; the "Blue Heart Campaign" of the United Nations Office on
Drugs and Crime (UNODC); and the "Walk For Freedom " organized
by A21 Bulgaria.
OBJECT

The objective of the present study is to examine the various
manifestations of the phenomenon of human trafficking.
SUBJECT

The subject of the dissertation research is public awareness,
current legislation, and institutional mechanisms provided for the
support and protection of victims.
RESEARCH TASK

The primary objective of the dissertation is to explore the
extant theoretical and applied decision-making procedures and
models for human trafficking problems, while proposing their
updating and improvement. The research aims not only to adapt and
improve already existing approaches to contemporary challenges, but
also to develop new, more effective control and prevention models.

In order to achieve the scientific objective, the following
research tasks were established:
. A comprehensive analysis of contemporary trends in human
trafficking is imperative to identify the predominant forms of this
illicit practice that are characteristic of the modern world.
Furthermore, it is essential to trace the geographical spread of human
trafficking by identifying the primary routes and destinations.
. In order to analyze the socio-economic factors that make
people vulnerable to trafficking, it is necessary to identify the factors
contributing to the emergence and development of human trafficking.
Furthermore, the role of political and institutional factors in the



development of human trafficking must be examined. Finally, the
effects of globalization and new technologies on the spread of human
trafficking must be assessed.
. A critical evaluation of the effectiveness of existing anti-
trafficking measures is imperative to analyze national legislation and
international conventions related to the fight against trafficking in
human beings. Furthermore, an assessment of the effectiveness of
institutional mechanisms to prevent, investigate, and prosecute
trafficking in human beings, as well as practices to identify and
support victims of trafficking, is necessary.
. The development of recommendations aimed at enhancing
prevention and combating trafficking in human beings is essential for
the formulation of proposals that seek to fortify international
cooperation in this regard. Furthermore, the formulation of
recommendations that focus on enhancing public and youth
awareness regarding the risks associated with trafficking in human
beings is crucial. Finally, the proposal of measures that are designed
to strengthen the protection of victims of trafficking is imperative.
RESEARCH METHODOLOGY

The systematic approach was utilized in addressing the
research tasks. The following aspects were implemented in this
systematic approach:
. The systemic and elemental aspects of human trafficking are
of particular concern. These aspects encompass the underlying causes
of the problem, its distinguishing characteristics and classification, its
elements, and the dynamics of its development;
. System-structural: This approach entails the identification of
causal relationships and interdependencies among the various actors
involved in issues that compromise national security;
. The system-functional approach entails the identification of
elements that are contingent on control and prevention measures in
the context of human trafficking.

In order to achieve the objective, the following research
methods were applied: in-depth analysis of the extant literature,



systematic study of the problem, empirical observations, synthesis of
theoretical concepts, comparative analysis, expert evaluations, and
qualitative methods of data collection and processing.

In light of the intricate nature of the human trafficking
problem, the present study concentrates on a specific aspect of the
phenomenon. The demographic characteristics of the victims will be
examined, with a particular focus on cases involving women. The
study will also examine the forms of exploitation, with a particular
focus on labor exploitation. The geographical context of the study will
center on the situation in the Republic of Bulgaria, with selected
European countries with effective anti-trafficking policies providing
a comparative framework. The temporal scope of the study
encompasses a period of analysis and comparison.

SECTION ONE

ESSENCE AND CLASSIFICATION OF MODERN
PROBLEMS THREATENING THE NATIONAL SECURITY OF
THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA

1. Characteristics of the security environment and
universal challenges leading to human trafficking.

1.1. Definition of national security.

The introduction of the term "national security" into political
discourse by Theodore Roosevelt in 1904 established the foundation
for a novel approach to security, linking it not only to military power
but also to geopolitical interests. Over time, the concept underwent a
gradual expansion, encompassing economic stability, social welfare,
and environmental sustainability. According to various scholars,
including Walter Lippmann and the American Military Dictionary,
national security is defined as a state in which a nation can defend its
interests without provoking conflict, but is prepared to do so if
necessary.

The evolving nature of the concept of security has led to the
inclusion of novel threats, such as cyberattacks, terrorism, and climate
change. Despite the variety of definitions, national security is



comprised of multiple components: political, economic, social, and
military, which may be subject to internal or external threats. The
nexus of security with concepts such as power, order, and prosperity
underscores the complexity of defining it in isolation.

In 1995, Bulgaria adopted the concept of national security,
which views security as a dynamic process requiring protection
against various threats, including military aggression and economic
dependencies. This concept is further refined by contemporary
understandings of security, which underscore the imperative to
safeguard citizens' fundamental rights and freedoms, in addition to the
territorial integrity of the state.

1.2. Types of national security.

The concept of national security is multidimensional and
encompasses various aspects, including military, economic, social,
and information security. Each of these dimensions is associated with
distinct risks and threats. Security can be categorized as either "hard,"
with tangible impact, or "soft," with significant intangible
consequences. The dynamic interplay between external and internal
factors, with the latter potentially amplifying or constraining the
former, is a critical aspect of threat landscape analysis.

The conceptualization of national security, as delineated in
1998, incorporates both internal and external processes that influence
security. To enhance management, these processes are classified
based on criteria such as objectivity and subjectivity, and analyzed
through various approaches. These factors encompass economic,
social, political, and terrorist aspects, and their intricate interplay is
pivotal to the security of a nation.

The potential threats to Bulgaria's security are categorized
into distinct classifications, including internal security, economic
security, and military security. The former, internal security,
prioritizes the safeguarding of citizens' fundamental rights and the
maintenance of public order. In contrast, external security pertains to
the protection of the nation against external threats and the
preservation of its sovereignty. The long-term sustainability of the
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nation is contingent upon the strength of state institutions and the
effectiveness of internal and external measures, with military and
economic security, along with demographic security, playing a
pivotal role in this regard.

Information security, in particular, is of paramount
importance. This includes the protection of the nation's information
resources, the countering of cyber threats, and the assurance of the
protection of critical infrastructure. This endeavor is not merely a
technical process; rather, it is a multifaceted social and political
undertaking necessitating the interaction of diverse societal and state
structures. The contemporary challenges posed by new technologies
and globalization necessitate constant adaptation of protective
measures.

1.3. Subjects of national security.

The national security of the Republic of Bulgaria is
established on a robust legal framework, encompassing institutions
that are tasked with safeguarding the country's sovereignty, territorial
integrity, and constitutional order. The Consultative Council for
National Security (CCNS), the SANS (State Agency for National
Security), the National Intelligence Service (NIS), the Ministry of
Defense, and the Ministry of the Interior are the key institutions in
this system. Each of these entities fulfills distinct roles, including
strategic  planning, counterintelligence, intelligence, military
operations, and domestic security. These diverse yet interconnected
functions are meticulously coordinated to ensure the effective
protection of the nation.

The Advisory Council fulfills a strategic function by
developing policies and recommendations to address national security
threats. In contrast, the SANS and NRC concentrate on domestic and
international threats, including terrorism, extremism, and organized
crime. The Ministry of Defence and the Ministry of the Interior are
responsible for military and internal security, with a focus on keeping
the armed forces ready and ensuring public order. Notwithstanding
the accomplishments of these institutions, they confront novel
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challenges related to cyber threats, emergent technologies, and
mounting demands for transparency and accountability.

A critical component of any robust democratic framework is
the presence of citizen oversight mechanisms that ensure the actions
of governing institutions adhere to the principles of democratic
governance and the rights of the citizenry. These mechanisms serve
to guarantee that public authorities act within the confines of the law
and in accordance with the prevailing interests of the public.

2. Global risks and threats to national security.

2.1. Global risks.

The contemporary security challenges that face states are
multifaceted, involving a complex interplay of internal and external
factors that must be continually adapted to ensure state functionality
and protect national interests. Historical shifts are accompanied by
novel risks and challenges, including cyber security, regional
conflicts, and global organized crime. The advent of globalization and
new technologies has served to amplify these challenges, giving rise
to novel actors and problems, such as terrorism and cyber threats.

The concept of security: It has undergone an evolution, being
regarded not only as the absence of threats but also as the capacity of
systems to adapt and absorb shocks. Security systems are
foundational to human potential and cultural heritage, engendering
conditions conducive to development.

The advent of globalization and its concomitant risks have
introduced a new dimension to this complex landscape. The
phenomenon of globalization has given rise to a myriad of global
risks, including environmental transformations, economic crime, and
uneven development. This phenomenon gives rise to intricate and
challenging security threats that transcend national boundaries,
necessitating comprehensive solutions on the regional and global
levels. This encompasses the implementation of peacekeeping
missions and the development of novel military instruments.

2.2. Threats to national security.
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Threats and Economic Security: Threats to economic
security are dynamic and contingent on the economic, social, and
political context. The nature and severity of threats may necessitate
different levels of priority, depending on the stage of economic
development and the presence of external factors. Economic Security
as an Incentive for Innovation The presence of economic security
threats can stimulate innovation and socio-economic progress. This
occurs as society seeks new solutions and mobilizes resources to
address these threats.

According to Marinov, economic security is a state in which
threats are absent and dynamic stability is maintained. The
optimization of resources and the maintenance of threats below
threshold values are pivotal to the preservation of economic stability.

Security can be defined as a state of resilience to internal and
external threats. Crises and conflicts represent significant
destabilizing factors that have the potential to compromise the
security of systems, processes, and communities. To ensure security,
it is imperative to identify and manage the risks associated with these
threats.

The contemporary security environment is marked by a
intricate interconnection between various geopolitical dynamics,
including regional conflicts, ethno-religious tensions, terrorist
activities, and organized crime. The advent of globalization has
served to exacerbate these trends, giving rise to novel challenges for
national security.

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SECTION TWO

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK OF HUMAN
TRAFFICKING AS A THREAT TO NATIONAL SECURITY

1. Definition of the concept of human trafficking.

1.1. General characteristics.

Social Transformations and New Security Risks: In the
contemporary world, globalization and international processes are
causing significant changes in the economy, politics, and culture.
These changes are leading to new challenges for national security.
New and growing threats related to social, demographic, and
environmental issues have emerged, affecting not only national
interests but also global stability. Environmental disasters, religious
conflicts, and terrorism represent a subset of the broader constellation
of contemporary risks.

A significant global concern is the issue of human
trafficking, which has taken on international dimensions. This issue
should not be viewed exclusively through the lens of local or
international actors; rather, it should be recognized as a global
phenomenon that endangers fundamental human rights. The
escalating trafficking situation in the European Union is a pressing
concern that necessitates international collaboration and the
implementation of effective preventive measures. The author
emphasizes that the inadequacy of current policies and the absence of
effective regulation of migration channels contribute to an escalation
in security concerns.

A novel conceptualization of security is imperative, one that
recognizes human trafficking not only as a criminal act but also as a
manifestation of global inequalities and social dysfunctions. To
address this pressing issue, a re-evaluation of the concept of security
is imperative. Human trafficking exemplifies the interplay among
globalization, social disparities, and inadequate policies, leading to
the exploitation of vulnerable societal segments.

Human trafficking is a multifaceted crime comprising three
core elements that form the basis of its definition (as illustrated in
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diagram 1, developed by the author): the act (e.g., recruitment through
deceptive promises or kidnapping), the mode of perpetration
(involving physical and psychological violence, intimidation,
deception, and manipulation), and the ultimate goal of exploitation for
economic gain. This exploitation manifests in various forms,
including sexual slavery, forced labor, and organ harvesting, resulting
in severe social and economic consequences, violations of human
rights, and threats to national security.

. Failure to Disclose Victims - The law mandates that officers
refrain from disclosing the identities of victims, with the objective of
safeguarding them from the potential consequences of retaliation or
re-offending.

. Specialized Services - The provision of free legal assistance,
medical services, psychological support, and social services to
victims of trafficking is intended to facilitate their recovery.

. Safety Programs - The implementation of safety programs is
intended to guarantee the protection of victims. These programs
encompass measures to ensure the safety of victims, including the
prevention of contact with perpetrators and the maintenance of
complete confidentiality of victim data.

Despite the existence of legislation and institutional efforts,
Bulgaria continues to encounter significant challenges in its efforts to
combat trafficking in human beings. These challenges include the
following:

. Adequate training for law enforcement personnel regarding
the specific needs of victims of trafficking is lacking.

. A pervasive lack of public awareness regarding the issue
hinders the identification of victims of trafficking.

o Organized criminal networks function on an international
scale, frequently traversing national boundaries, thereby introducing
heightened complexity to investigative and prosecutorial endeavors.

In order to address these challenges, Bulgaria is actively
working on improving legislation and exchanging information and
experience with other countries and international organizations.
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These endeavors are not solely intended to protect victims but also to
hold perpetrators accountable and bring an end to these criminal

activities.

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A comparison of the criminal acts of trafficking in human
beings and smuggling reveals notable distinctions. Trafficking in
human beings is a more egregious offense, characterized by its
method of perpetration and its overarching objective: the exploitation
of individuals. While smuggling constitutes a violation of established
migration laws, human trafficking represents a grave crime against
the human person. While these two processes are linked, they give
rise to different legal and social consequences, necessitating distinct
approaches to combat them.

The economic and social burden of trafficking in human
beings: Trafficking in human beings is a lucrative enterprise that
rivals the profits of the arms and drug trades. This illicit industry
engenders severe economic consequences, encompassing money
laundering and the proliferation of conditions conducive to the
proliferation of organized crime. Studies indicate that hundreds of
thousands of individuals are trafficked within the European Union
annually, thereby raising concerns about the efficacy of existing
prevention and protection measures.

1.2. Analysis of Bulgarian legislation regarding human
trafficking.

The foundation of Bulgaria's legislation concerning
trafficking in human beings is the Criminal Code of the Republic of
Bulgaria. The most recent iteration of this code contains provisions
that specifically address crimes related to trafficking in human beings.
Article 159 of the Penal Code delineates trafficking in human beings
as a criminal act encompassing a range of actions, including the
recruitment, transportation, transfer, or receipt of individuals through
the use of coercion, violence, or fraud for the purpose of exploitation.
This encompasses various forms of exploitation, including sexual and
labor exploitation, forced labor, and the utilization of victims for
criminal activities.

In 2003, Bulgaria ratified the UN Protocol to Prevent, Punish
and Suppress Trafficking in Persons, which is part of the broader
Convention against Transnational Organized Crime. This ratification
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has provided the foundation for the adoption of legislation aimed at
meeting international standards to combat trafficking in human
beings. Moreover, as a signatory of the European Convention on
Human Rights, Bulgaria is obligated to adhere to the stipulated
European standards and requirements in the realm of combating
human trafficking.

In addition to criminal provisions, Bulgaria has established
a number of institutions and mechanisms to protect victims of
trafficking. A primary entity in this regard is the Personal Data
Protection Commission, which plays an instrumental role in
preventing the misuse of personal data of victims of trafficking.
Additionally, supervisory and law enforcement bodies at the national
level are tasked with investigating and prosecuting traffickers. This
includes the National Office for the Fight against Organized Crime,
which specializes in detecting and neutralizing criminal networks
involved in human trafficking.

Furthermore, the country has instituted social reintegration
programs for victims of trafficking, which include specialized shelters
and support services provided by non-governmental organizations
(NGOs). NGOs play a pivotal role in cooperating with the authorities
and providing the necessary psychological and legal assistance to
victims.

The Bulgarian government has acknowledged the
significance of specialized protection for victims of trafficking, which
encompasses their right to recovery, social integration, and legal
remedies. To ensure the efficacy of the right to protection of victims,
Bulgarian legislation establishes several key principles:

2. Human trafficking in Bulgaria: study for the period
2017-2022.
2.1. Data on human trafficking in Bulgaria.

In 2022, Bulgaria remained a prominent source of
individuals subjected to human trafficking within the European
continent, particularly for the purpose of sexual exploitation. Bulgaria
persists in its status as a prominent source of victims of human

trafficking in Europe, particularly for the purpose of sexual
exploitation. According to data from the National Commission
against Trafficking in Human Beings (CNTH), women and girls
comprise the majority of victims, with traffickers leveraging socio-
economic disparities to entice victims with promises of a more
prosperous life in Western European countries. Beyond sexual
exploitation, there has been an uptick in labor exploitation cases, with
men also being a problem, especially in seasonal and temporary work
sectors.

Furthermore, recent trends indicate an escalation in the use
of varied recruitment methods by traffickers, with emotional
manipulation tactics, often referred to as "lover boy," being
particularly noteworthy. Despite the efforts of the authorities, data
show a significant number of hidden cases of exploitation,
highlighting the need for improved victim identification mechanisms
and effective interventions. The National Strategy to Combat
Trafficking in Persons, adopted in 2017, proposes an integrated
approach that includes prevention, specialized assistance for victims,
and investigative and prosecutorial efforts.

Among the novel challenges related to human trafficking,
the increasing use of digital platforms and social media to recruit and
control victims, as well as new forms of exploitation such as forced
blood donations and drug trafficking, are of particular concern. In
order to address these emergent trends, Bulgaria must prioritize long-
term social inclusion initiatives, educational programs, and
international cooperation. These measures are essential for preventing
trafficking and ensuring the long-term protection of victims.

An analysis of data from 2017 to 2021 reveals discernible
trends in human trafficking in Bulgaria, with the most prominent
feature being the predominance of female victims in the context of
sexual exploitation. According to the analysis conducted by the
NCTBH, 97 women and 39 men were identified as victims of
trafficking in 2017, with the majority of women falling into the
category of sexual exploitation. The analysis also reveals a
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concerning trend of vulnerability among minors, with 21 women and
8 men between the ages of 14 and 18 falling victim to trafficking. This
finding underscores the pressing need for enhanced protection
measures for young individuals and aligns with global trends.

The diversification of exploitative practices warrants
particular consideration, as evidenced by the increasing prevalence of
forced labor exploitation and forced begging, particularly among
male victims. This phenomenon is occurring in parallel with the
diversification of human trafficking, which encompasses not only
traditional forms of sexual exploitation but also novel practices such
as drug trafficking and various forms of welfare fraud in destination
countries. Of particular concern is the rise in cases involving
trafficking for the purposes of forced blood donation and the sale of
bodily organs, indicating a trend of criminals increasingly combining
different forms of exploitation that intertwine and reinforce each
other.

The table presented in the NCTBH analysis illustrates the
distribution of victims by gender and age. The 2017 data reveals that
women constitute the overwhelming majority of victims, accounting
for approximately 75% of all cases, while sexual exploitation affects
only 2% of male victims. The findings indicate that sexual
exploitation represents the predominant form of violence experienced
by women and girls, while men are disproportionately affected by
labor exploitation and forced begging. The increasing number of male
victims reporting labor exploitation indicates that this problem
transcends traditional gender roles and necessitates a comprehensive
response and support for all victims, irrespective of their gender.

A salient finding is that while statistics indicate a decline in
the number of victims in 2019 compared to previous years, the rise in
reporting suggests an enhancement in public awareness and the
efficacy of identification mechanisms. Nevertheless, the primary
challenge persists in the underestimation of the magnitude of human
trafficking in Bulgaria, as many cases remain concealed due to a
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paucity of information or resources to provide adequate assistance to

victims.

The analysis of data on trafficking in human beings over the
period 2017-2021, as presented in Table 2, reveals significant trends
and changes that facilitate comprehension of the nature of this
criminal phenomenon and underscore critical aspects related to
prevention and victim support. A salient finding of the analysis is that
sexual exploitation persisted as the predominant form of trafficking
throughout the observed period. This phenomenon predominantly
impacts women, thereby underscoring the pervasive issue of gender
inequality that persists in this context. Of particular concern is the
prevalence of minors among female victims, who are susceptible to
grave risks of exploitation.

Another salient issue is the mounting prevalence of labor
exploitation. In 2021, labor exploitation affected 107 individuals, a
substantial proportion of whom were male. This underscores the
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necessity for a nuanced understanding of the distinctions between
victims of labor and sexual exploitation, as well as the specialized
services that can address the unique needs of diverse groups. The
nexus between labor exploitation and the increasing number of male
victims, particularly in the context of migration and economic
hardship, underscores the heightened vulnerability of specific social
groups.

Specialized measures to support victims of trafficking, as
well as to ensure their reintegration into society, have also proven to
be important. During the 2020-2021 period, 241 individuals who were
potentially victims of trafficking were identified, 138 of whom
received specialized recovery and reintegration services. This data
underscores the dedication of institutions in supporting victims and
emphasizes the necessity for ongoing enhancement of these efforts to
ensure the effective rehabilitation and reintegration of victims into
their respective communities.

A notable imbalance persists in the age structure and gender
distribution of victims. While men constitute a smaller proportion of
the total number of victims, their share in labor exploitation is
significant, and there has been an increasing trend in the number of
male victims in recent years. This observation underscores the
necessity for the formulation of specific policies and interventions
aimed at addressing the disparities in the exploitation of diverse
groups.

In conclusion, an examination of data from 2017 to 2021
reveals that various forms of human trafficking persist as significant
issues, including sexual and labor exploitation, as well as less
prevalent forms such as trafficking of pregnant women and the
removal of bodily organs. While there have been some encouraging
trends, such as a decline in the number of victims in certain years, the
analysis indicates that concerted efforts are still required to prevent,
support, and rehabilitate victims. These efforts are crucial to reducing
the scale of trafficking and ensuring the protection of those affected.

The predominant rationale for Bulgaria's persistent status as
a country of origin for trafficking victims is attributable to the
existence of particularly vulnerable social demographics. A
significant proportion of trafficked Bulgarians are characterized by
factors such as economic disadvantage, limited educational
attainment, social isolation, and a paucity of support networks. The
prevalence of traumatic experiences and health problems among these
individuals further exacerbates their already heightened state of
vulnerability. A notable tendency is the preponderance of victims
hailing from regions characterized by elevated levels of social
isolation and economic precariousness, a phenomenon that is
particularly evident in the northwest of Bulgaria. A salient feature of
the perpetrators' network is their frequent social interconnectedness
with the victims. Furthermore, trafficking patterns exhibit dynamism,
manifesting in novel destinations such as Germany and other
European countries, with traffickers adapting their strategies in
response to changes in regulations and controls.

The socio-economic conditions and geographical context in
Bulgaria render specific regions susceptible to trafficking for sexual
exploitation and begging. Perpetrators employ a range of recruitment
strategies, including online platforms and social networks, often using
deceptive tactics to manipulate victims into believing they will be
provided with a better life. Geographically, major cities and tourist
destinations appear to be major points of exploitation. Despite the
implementation of prevention and protection measures, trafficking
remains a pervasive issue, driven by a multitude of interconnected
factors that are intricately woven into the socio-economic and
geographical landscape.

3. Control and prevention of issues related to human
trafficking threatening national security.

3.1. Reducing the risk and harm of human trafficking.

Trafficking in human beings represents a grave global
concern that necessitates a multifaceted and coordinated response at
various levels. To effectively prevent this issue, it is imperative to
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address the systemic causes, including socio-economic inequality,
poverty, and discrimination. A comprehensive approach to combating
trafficking entails the implementation of measures that encompass
both the prevention of exploitation among vulnerable populations and
the reintegration of victims into their respective communities. This
comprehensive approach encompasses not only the protection of
victims but also the prosecution of perpetrators and the promotion of
international cooperation.

Key actions to tackle trafficking in human beings include the
establishment of a legislative and institutional framework, as well as
reintegration programs that include psychological, medical, and
social support for victims. Investing in education, awareness-raising,
and the promotion of legal migration is also crucial.

It is imperative to recognize the significance of preventing
child trafficking. This involves the identification of at-risk groups and
the provision of adequate protection measures. International
cooperation is imperative to address the transnational nature of the
problem.

The establishment of specialized investigation teams that are
trained to recognize various forms of exploitation and to protect the
rights of victims is imperative. Furthermore, the provision of victim
reintegration programs tailored to their specific needs is imperative
for the effective resolution of this issue.

The media and NGOs have a significant role in raising public
awareness and creating synergies for more proactive action against
trafficking.

CONCLUSIONS FROM SECTION TWO

Trafficking in human beings is a complex crime that
manifests in various forms and is deeply entrenched in social,
economic, and political factors. An examination of Bulgarian
legislation reveals that, despite the implemented measures, there
remain gaps in the nation's efforts to combat this pervasive
phenomenon.
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A comprehensive examination of Bulgarian data pertaining
to trafficking in human beings reveals novel and evolving trends
within this criminal phenomenon. To effectively counteract these
trends, it is imperative to continuously adapt policies and develop
novel tools for prevention and combating.

International cooperation is imperative in the global struggle
against the trafficking of human beings, as this egregious crime often
transcends national borders. However, national policies play a crucial
role in preventing trafficking and protecting victims. Achieving
lasting results necessitates an integrated framework that combines
international efforts with national initiatives.

The root causes of trafficking are multifaceted, including but
not limited to poverty, inequality, and a lack of opportunity.
Achieving sustainable development, job creation, and social justice
promotion is therefore paramount to effecting a lasting change in
these underlying issues.

SECTION THREE

EMPIRICAL STUDY AND ANALYSIS OF ISSUES
RELATED TO HUMAN TRAFFICKING

1. Empirical research.

1.1. Objectives, tasks, and hypotheses.

The primary objective of the present study is to examine the
level of awareness regarding human trafficking as a threat to national
security among students and lecturers, as outlined in the dissertation
topic. This objective encompasses the identification of knowledge
and awareness gaps, which can be regarded as potential risks to the
effective prevention of this issue. Specific objectives can be
delineated as follows:

. To ascertain the extent to which students and faculty
recognize various forms of human trafficking;

. To examine the extent to which students and faculty are
aware of laws and policies related to combating human trafficking;
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. To analyze students' and lecturers' attitudes towards the
problem and their willingness to engage in counter and/or prevention
activities.

The implementation of the following research tasks will
contribute to the achievement of the main and specific objectives of
the study:

. The objective of this study is to develop and implement a
survey that will collect quantitative and qualitative data on the level
of awareness and understanding of the issue of human trafficking
among students and faculty. The survey will be meticulously tailored
to the theoretical aspects analyzed and key factors identified in the
preceding chapters;

. A comprehensive analysis of the collected data was
conducted, encompassing the identification of statistically significant
disparities in awareness levels among diverse target groups, namely
students and faculty members, in addition to variations across
demographic and professional characteristics;

. A comparison of the study's results with existing literature is
necessary to identify key trends, knowledge gaps, and potential risks
associated with insufficient awareness. These risks are then linked to
the study's theoretical framework.

The present study requires the formulation of the following
hypotheses:

. It is hypothesized that students and lecturers have limited
knowledge about the problem of human trafficking and its different
forms.

. The second hypothesis posits that students and faculty
members vary in their level of awareness, contingent on factors such
as gender, age, educational attainment, and geographical location.

. It is hypothesized that the majority of students and faculty
members are willing to engage in awareness-raising activities
concerning human trafficking.

1.2. Organization and parameters of the empirical study
- scope, volume, and limitations.
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The scope of the study encompasses students and lecturers
from various academic disciplines and courses at Bulgarian
universities. The criterion for inclusion in the sample is the
participants' voluntary consent to participate in the study. To ensure
the confidentiality and privacy of the participants, they were
guaranteed complete anonymity. Data were collected through an
online survey disseminated from May to September of 2022 (the
survey is available in Appendix 1).

The study's limitations are as follows: it is confined to
students and lecturers from higher education institutions in Bulgaria.

1.3. Method of empirical research.

The methodology of the study involved the administration of
an online survey, which was disseminated through a variety of
channels. These channels included QR codes, email, and university
platforms. The survey was made accessible at the following link:
https://eu-submit.jotform.com/241493497802363.

In order to assess the level of awareness of students and
lecturers about human trafficking in Bulgaria, a quantitative survey
was conducted using an online survey. The survey, comprising 19
questions, was disseminated among 538 students and lecturers from
five Bulgarian universities. The survey's design encompassed

inquiries pertaining to the conceptualization of human trafficking, its
typologies, the risk factors associated with it, and the demographic of
potential victims. Thematic analysis was employed to systematically
interpret the survey responses. Frequency analysis was conducted to
determine the distribution of responses to the individual questions, as
well as correlation analysis to identify relationships between different
variables.

2. Distribution of obtained data and analysis

2.1. Data distribution by one variable

In accordance with the survey methodology, the following
graphs present quantitative data obtained by analyzing responses to
survey questions related to human trafficking.
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The present dissertation undertakes a comprehensive
analysis of the survey's results, which encompass a total of 19
questions. The analysis employs visual representations, in the form of
charts and the accompanying analytical text, to elucidate the
responses to each question. This methodological approach enables a
lucid and systematic interpretation of the data, accentuating salient
trends and interdependencies. To facilitate comprehension, three
charts are presented with detailed analysis of the responses to them,
while the remaining survey questions are addressed similarly in the
thesis. The approach includes a collation of the data, conclusions
about the patterns identified, and suggestions for practical solutions
based on the survey results.

Diagram 1. The percentage distribution of respondents by
age group is as follows: 18-22 years (11%), 23-27 years (9%), and
over 28 years (90%). The over 28 group constitutes the largest
percentage, a result that can be attributed to the heightened interest of
more mature respondents in social issues. The results underscore the
significance of targeted campaigns aimed at young individuals to
enhance their awareness of the issue.

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As illustrated in Chart 2, the most vulnerable demographics
susceptible to involvement in the trafficking of human beings are as
follows: A significant proportion of the respondents, 54%,
acknowledged the vulnerability of all the aforementioned groups,
including women, children, and migrants. This finding suggests that
the respondents possess a comprehensive understanding of the
multifaceted nature of the issue. However, it also highlights the
ongoing need for further information and education to enhance
awareness and understanding.

As illustrated in Chart 3, the responses to the inquiry
regarding the motivations for engagement in trafficking activities are
presented. According to 70% of respondents, the predominant factors
contributing to this issue were identified as poverty, lack of education,
and conflict. In contrast, 20% of respondents cited poverty as the
primary cause. These results underscore the intricate nature of the
underlying factors and underscore the necessity for comprehensive,
multifaceted initiatives to address this pressing issue.

2.2. Correlation analysis and interpretation of results

Correlation analysis was implemented to assess the
relationships between the disparate survey responses, thereby
identifying statistically significant relationships. The analysis enabled
the identification of positive relationships, characterized by an
increase in one variable being associated with an increase in another;
negative relationships, marked by an increase in one variable being
associated with a decrease in another; and finally, no statistically
significant relationship between the variables studied.

The analysis of age and awareness of human trafficking was
the primary focus of the study. Age was stratified into three
categories: '18-22 years,' "23-27 years,' and 'over 28 years.' Awareness
of human trafficking was assessed through inquiries such as "Have
you heard of human trafficking?" with possible responses including
"Yes, very well," "Yes, a little," and "No."

The results of the "chi-square test" demonstrated a
statistically significant relationship between age and awareness (p-
value < 0.05). The study's participants who were 65 years of age and
older reported the highest levels of awareness. This finding suggests
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that older respondents possess a higher level of awareness regarding
the issue, while those between the ages of 18 and 22 years
demonstrated a lower level of awareness. These findings underscore
the necessity for targeted information campaigns aimed at young
individuals to enhance their comprehension of the issue and its
associated risks.

The selection of these two variables was driven by the
hypothesis that the correlation between them would yield insights into
the factors contributing to awareness of human trafficking,
specifically exploring the influence of age on this awareness and the
identification of the most informed age groups. This is of particular
importance in determining whether specific age groups require further
education and the development of targeted awareness campaigns for
less informed age groups.

The ensuing tables and figures present the data obtained
from the aforementioned variables.

The correlation analysis is a statistical method used to
determine the relationship between two variables, in this case, the age
of the participants and their awareness of human trafficking. A
significant relationship (p-value < 0.05) indicates that age exerts an
influence on the level of awareness. The survey data reveal that older
participants demonstrate a higher level of awareness compared to
younger age groups. The analysis further indicates a necessity for
targeted educational initiatives to enhance the awareness of younger
demographics concerning this pressing issue.

The study also employed correlation analysis to compare the
variables "willingness to participate in volunteer programs" and
"gender."

The analysis of willingness to participate in volunteering
programs by gender reveals notable differences between men and
women. The data presented in Table 4 and Figure 2 indicate that
women exhibit a higher propensity for active engagement in volunteer
activities, with 55% of them expressing a willingness to participate,
in contrast to the 35% of men who do so. Conversely, a higher
percentage of men, 45%, expressed uncertainty regarding their
participation, indicating a significant proportion of them had not yet
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made a decision. A significantly lower percentage of women, 15%,
expressed reluctance to participate, in contrast to 20% of men. The
findings indicate that women exhibit a greater degree of commitment
and motivation to volunteer, while men demonstrate a higher
propensity to be hesitant and/or disinterested.

The data generated can serve as a basis for creating targeted
awareness campaigns to motivate greater willingness to participate,
especially among men. The enhancement of awareness and the
exposition of the positive ramifications of volunteering have the
potential to mitigate uncertainty and augment overall participation in
volunteering initiatives.

The distribution of 'willingness to participate in volunteering
programs' and the distribution by 'age' of the surveyed individuals are
presented in Table 5 and Figure 3, respectively.

The analysis further reveals that the propensity to engage in
volunteer programs exhibits a discernible variation across age
demographics. The largest percentage of respondents who expressed
a willingness to participate were in the 18-22 age group (40%).
Conversely, as age increases, the percentage of willing respondents
decreases, reaching 30% for the 23-27 age group and 20% for those
over 28. This phenomenon may be attributed to the hypothesis that
younger individuals possess greater availability due to fewer existing
commitments, rendering them more inclined to engage in volunteer
activities. Conversely, as individuals advance in age, their
participation is likely to be constrained by mounting personal and
professional obligations, which may limit their availability and
commitment to volunteering activities.

The remaining correlations, which are further delineated in
the thesis, are predicated on the models previously outlined and
demonstrate varied dependencies between the variables under
investigation. These results underscore the heterogeneity and
significance of the identified relationships, thereby providing a
comprehensive overview of the analyzed data.

A comprehensive summary of the correlation analyses
performed by comparing different variables underscores the
importance and necessity of a targeted approach in addressing human
trafficking. The recognition that diverse population groups possess
distinct perceptions and requirements necessitates the implementation
of customized strategies to provide support, disseminate information,
and prevent human trafficking. A more profound comprehension of
the distinct needs and perspectives of these groups is imperative to
enhance the efficacy of interventions and to cultivate trust in
institutions that offer customized approaches and assistance.

2.3. Analysis of data on victims of human trafficking in
Bulgaria for the period 2017-2022

Trafficking in human beings poses a grave challenge at both
the national and international levels, affecting a wide range of social,
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economic, and legal aspects. In order to better understand the scale
and dynamics of this problem in the Republic of Bulgaria, it is
necessary to analyze the available data from various institutions and
organizations. This section will focus on the quantitative and
qualitative indicators that reveal the main trends related to victims of
trafficking in human beings, the forms of exploitation, as well as the
challenges in identifying and supporting those affected.

The charts and tables presented herein visualize the data
collected, aiming to illustrate the complexity and diversity of the cases
identified. The data presented herein are consistent with the data
obtained from the correlational analyses of the authors' study. The
information is structured to highlight key issues and trends observed
in recent years and to serve as a basis for formulating prevention and
intervention recommendations.

The ensuing analysis offers a synopsis of the data amassed
in Bulgaria, accompanied by the conclusions derived from it.

As illustrated in Figure 4, the data on forms of exploitation
related to trafficking in human beings is presented in percentage
distribution. The data reveal that sexual exploitation was identified as
the most common form (41%), followed by labor exploitation (34%),
begging (24%), and trafficking of pregnant women for the sale of
newborns (1%). These results underscore the heterogeneity of
exploitation forms and the intricate nature of the problem.

The predominance of sexual exploitation as the foremost
form of trafficking underscores the heightened vulnerability
experienced by women and girls. This form of trafficking is often
associated with international networks and clandestine activities. The
significant focus on this form of exploitation is indicative of its
prevalence and underscores the necessity for enhanced prevention and
protective measures.

As illustrated in Chart 4, the various forms of human trafficking
exploitation are represented as a percentage of the total. This data is derived from the
monitoring report for the period 2017-2022 and Decision N°5/11.06.21, which
pertains to the provision of access to public information.

The prevalence of labor exploitation, which constitutes 34%
of the total, predominantly affects male workers in the informal
sectors of construction and agriculture. The absence of regulatory
frameworks and effective oversight of working conditions in these
sectors fosters an environment conducive to exploitation. Addressing
this issue necessitates a multifaceted approach, entailing heightened
awareness and the strengthening of pertinent legislation.

Another significant form of exploitation, cited by 24% of
respondents, is begging, which often involves children and vulnerable
groups. These individuals are coerced into begging in informal
settings, which subjects them to significant physical and emotional
distress. Addressing this form of exploitation necessitates concerted
efforts by social and law enforcement authorities.

The trafficking of pregnant women for the purpose of selling
their newborns, at a rate of 1%, represents the least prevalent form of
exploitation. Despite its low prevalence, this practice carries grave
consequences for its victims and necessitates rigorous prevention and
investigation measures.

Table 6 presents a summary of data regarding criminal proceedings for
trafficking in human beings. This data is drawn from the Annual Report 2022 on the
implementation of the National Program for the Prevention and Combating of
Trafficking in Human Beings and the Protection of Victims, as well as from Decision
No. 5/11.06.21, which grants access to public information.

In 2022, there was a slight decrease in the total number of
monitored pre-trial proceedings, which dropped from 270 in 2021 to
244. This decline can be attributed to various factors, including
modifications in methodologies employed for the identification and
investigation of trafficking cases. Conversely, the number of new DPs
remained relatively stable, with 56 cases in 2021 and 57 in 2022,
suggesting a consistency in the registration of new crimes.

Conversely, the number of closed cases (CPs) decreased
from 132 in 2021 to 121 in 2022. This decline may be indicative of
two interrelated factors: the complexity of the cases handled and the
workload of the system. Conversely, the data demonstrate a
substantial surge in the number of prosecution files that were brought
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to court, from 14 in 2021 to 40 in 2022. Concurrently, the number of
individuals involved in these prosecutorial acts also increased from
54 to 65, suggesting an improvement in prosecution efficiency.

The number of convicted persons with a final judgment
increased from 27 in 2021 to 37 in 2022, indicating progress in case
closure and sentencing. However, there are also cases of acquittals,
with two recorded in 2022, while none were recorded in 2021.

The summary data on criminal proceedings reveals a
balanced picture of anti-trafficking efforts in 2021 and 2022. Despite
a decline in the number of pre-trial proceedings monitored and
concluded, an increase in prosecutions and convictions signifies
progress in the prosecution of these crimes. These trends underscore
the necessity of ongoing enhancement of investigation and
prosecution mechanisms, as well as the imperative for more effective
victim support and crime prevention.

VICTIMS OF HUMAN TRAFFICKING

As illustrated in Chart 5, the data set on criminal proceedings for
trafficking in human beings is derived from two sources: the Annual Report 2022 on
the implementation of the National Programme for the Prevention and Combating of

Trafficking in Human Beings and the Protection of Victims, and the Decision No.
5/11.06.21, which grants access to public information.
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The thesis presents and analyzes a total of 51 figures;
however, only a limited number of them are included and described
in the abstract.

CONCLUSIONS FROM SECTION THREE

The survey, administered via questionnaire, revealed a
positive correlation between awareness of the issue of human
trafficking and the propensity to act. Higher levels of awareness have
been shown to be associated with greater commitment and willingness
to take measures to counter this crime. This finding underscores the
significance of awareness campaigns and educational programs in
promoting awareness and fostering a culture of prevention.

The analysis further demonstrates that age and education are
significant factors influencing awareness levels. Specifically, older
respondents and those with higher education levels exhibited a more
profound comprehension of the issue. This finding underscores the
necessity to focus specialized initiatives on younger and less educated
demographics.

A comparison of the survey results with the 2017-2022
NCTBH data reveals a consistent trend in the nature of trafficking and
the profile of victims. Despite the efforts of institutions, there is a
necessity to fortify prevention and support measures.

The trafficking of human beings is a complex and dynamic
problem that necessitates joint action by state institutions, NGOs, and
society. The analysis underscores the necessity for heightened
awareness and mobilization, as well as enhanced cooperation among
stakeholders.

GENERAL CONCLUSIONS

1. Security can be defined as a dynamic state that is perpetually
exposed to threats. In the contemporary globalized era, human
trafficking represents a grave threat to national security, undermining
public order, fueling corruption, and financing organized crime.

2. Trafficking is a multifaceted issue with intricate connections
to economic and social factors. Trafficking is closely linked to
economic and social factors. Poverty, inequality, and a paucity of
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opportunities engender vulnerability, thereby rendering individuals
more susceptible to exploitation. Consequently, the comprehensive
eradication of human trafficking necessitates a multifaceted approach
that addresses these underlying issues.

3. The establishment of a robust legal framework and the
cultivation of effective international cooperation are of paramount
importance. An analysis of Bulgarian legislation reveals the necessity
to enhance measures to combat human trafficking. The transnational
nature of this egregious crime underscores the imperative for
strengthened international cooperation and enhanced information
exchange.

4. Asindicated by the extant research, awareness and education
are pivotal to prevention. The findings of the research confirm the link
between awareness and readiness to take action. To that end, targeted
information campaigns and educational programs are needed to reach
different target groups.

5. Human trafficking is a dynamic phenomenon that
necessitates the continuous adaptation of policies. It is imperative to
closely observe emerging trends and cultivate efficacious instruments
for its prevention and eradication.

CONCLUSION

Trafficking in human beings represents a grave and intricate
societal problem that impacts both individuals and society in its
entirety. This phenomenon constitutes a grave violation of
fundamental human rights and poses a significant threat to national
security. The phenomenon of human trafficking has been shown to
erode the credibility of law enforcement institutions, foster
corruption, and provide a foundation for the financing of organized
crime. This, in turn, can have a destabilizing effect on state
governance.

A comprehensive analysis of the root causes and
contributing factors of trafficking underscores the necessity for a
multifaceted approach that incorporates prevention, legislative
reforms, and victim support. State structures must assume a pivotal
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role in safeguarding vulnerable populations and implementing
effective countermeasures against criminal networks that jeopardize
both societal stability and international security.

Achieving a long-term reduction in human trafficking and a
world in which no one is exploited, along with strengthened national
security, will require an integrated and coordinated effort on the part
of institutions, the non-governmental sector, and the international
community.

A comprehensive understanding of the multifaceted origins
of this phenomenon, encompassing both the demand-side factors (i.e.,
the market forces that perpetuate exploitation) and the supply-side
factors (i.e., the social and economic conditions that engender
vulnerability), is imperative for the effective mitigation of this
scourge. Education, awareness, and social support programs have
been identified as critical mechanisms for reducing the risk of
victimization.

It is imperative for states and society to prioritize vulnerable
groups, including women, children, and migrants, who are
disproportionately  affected. Achieving substantial progress
necessitates a concerted effort grounded in international cooperation
and the exchange of information.

In light of these findings, the following recommendations
can be made:

. It is imperative to augment media awareness. To that end, it
is essential to devise strategies for achieving more extensive and
comprehensive coverage, including through social media and
documentaries.

. The expansion of educational initiatives entails the
incorporation of the subject of trafficking in human beings into the
curricula and the administration of specialized training programs for
pupils and students.

. In order to strengthen support for victims, it is necessary to
establish additional crisis centers, provide long-term rehabilitation
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and reintegration solutions, and improve access to legal and
psychological services.

° In order to address the issue of cross-border trafficking, it is
essential to expand international cooperation by establishing and
strengthening partnerships with international organizations.

. The objective is to motivate students and young people to
engage in volunteering initiatives that are designed to assist victims
and enhance public awareness.

The proposed theory- and practice-oriented
recommendations delineate a structured framework for addressing the
problem of human trafficking. This framework is predicated on the
implementation of policies aimed at prevention, awareness, and
coordinated action by all stakeholders. Through integrated efforts,
conditions are created to minimize risks and provide protection for
those affected.

SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTIONS

Scientific and Theoretical Contributions:

This study presents an original analysis of the relationship
between national security and human trafficking. The study
demonstrates how global crises can compromise national security by
creating the conditions for human trafficking to flourish and
complicate efforts to combat it.

The identification of novel vulnerable groups: The analysis's
findings underscore the necessity for the formulation of specific
preventive measures aimed at safeguarding newly emergent
vulnerable groups who are particularly susceptible to human
trafficking.

Developing a Theoretical Framework: A novel theoretical
framework is proposed to elucidate the dynamics between global
crises, socio-economic conditions, and human trafficking.

Practical contributions:

The results of the research can be used to raise public
awareness of the risks of human trafficking in crisis settings. The
enhancement of public cognizance regarding the perils of human
