1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem.

Human trafficking is a topical problem that includes various forms of abuse
of human beings, such as sexual exploitation, forced labour, slavery and organ
harvesting. Victims of trafficking are often subjected to violence, manipulation and
coercion, the main vulnerable groups being poor and educated people, mainly
women, but also men, children and newborns. Despite law enforcement efforts, the
number of victims remains high.

Human trafficking is a dynamic phenomenon that adapts to new technologies
and social conditions, including through cybersexual exploitation and forced
begging. It poses a serious threat to national security.

Addressing this problem requires joint efforts at national and international
level, as well as changes in the legislation and policies to protect victims and
prevent trafficking-related crimes. Human trafficking is often related to the
migration crisis and requires coordinated actions to cover different forms of
exploitation and to provide support to the victims and the affected countries.

The topic of the dissertation paper developed by Polina Petkova is topical
and significant, it thoroughly investigates the control and prevention of human
trafficking problems posing a threat to the national security of the country.

Today the Republic of Bulgaria is facing this serious trial and the scale of the
risks, threats and damage it entails bring it to the fore.

the essence of the study;

v' there are inaccuracies and editorial mistakes typical of this type of

work.



The critical remarks reflected above do not diminish the value of the results
obtained in the dissertation paper.
