In order to prepare the opinion, | was provided with a
dissertation, an abstract (autoreferat) and publications on the topic. The doctoral
student's scientific supervisor is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Nevena Atanasova Krasteva.

The doctoral student has submitted all documents, required by the
legislation of the Republic of Bulgaria: the Act on the Development of the
Academic Staff in The Republic of Bulgaria the Regulations for the
Implementation of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria and the Regulations of the National Military University on the
procedure for obtaining the educational and scientific degree "Doctor". The
doctoral student has completed the activities planned in the course of education
and training in doctoral programmes in an independent form of studies: she has
successfully passed the exams, specified in the individual curriculum and has
submitted a dissertation, an abstract (autoreferat) and publications on the topic
of the scientific research.

During th process of education and training, the doctoral student has
proven that she possesses the in-depth theoretical knowledge in the relevant
scientific specialty, required by Article 36 (3) of the Act on the Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria along with the necessary abilities
to conduct independent scientific research.

Unquestionably, Polina Petkova's dissertation is undoubtedly relevant, as
the topic of the refugee flow/migrant wave, which has recently engulfed Europe,
and, to a greater extent, Bulgaria, has become "painfully ripe" and widely
debated due to the fact that human trafficking frequently supplements it. This
undercuts the attempts and thwarts the efforts to establish and preserve a

respectable standard of national security, which ensures both the safety of the
populace and the state's economy. It goes without saying, that efforts to resolve
the issue or at least bring it down to a manageable and acceptable level require
scientific backing. The current dissertation should therefore be seen as a step in
this direction, and the author's bravery in attempting to find a solution to such a



complex issue is admirable and deserving of encouragement.
In terms of volume, structure, and style, the study fits the requirements for
a dissertation thesis.

The author has adopted the standard three-chapter format for the structure
of the dissertation, defined as parts/sections in this case. Each section/chapter
consists of two or three paragraphs (section two) and subparagraphs. Each
section ends with conclusions that synthesize what was said in the paragraphs
while specifically describing what was accomplished within the respective part
of the research. In addition, they also enable a smooth transition to the following
chapter/section, ensuring that the presentation's logic remains intact.

Polina Petkova sets clear and precise research goal, namely to "analyze
contemporary trends in human trafficking, to identify the primary causes (main
factors) leading to the birth and growth of this phenomena, and to propose
specific measures to oppose it. She based her research on the hypothesis that
“rising and increasing awareness among young people about the risks and
hazards associated with human trafficking, through educational campaigns and
integrating the topic in school curriculum, will contribute to a reduction in the
number of victims of trafficking in the long run, by providing them with the
essential knowledge and skills for self-protection."

As a research object, the author describes "the different manifestations of
the phenomena of "human trafficking,” and as a research subject, she indicates
the "public awareness, present legislation, and institutional mechanisms
provided for the assistance, support and protection of victims."

The goal is decomposed into several scientific tasks, formulated in the
customary sequence, and solved by the author, namely:

e The doctoral student has examined current human trafficking trends and
determined the primary types of human trafficking that are prevalent in the
contemporary world,

e The doctoral student has determined the factors that lead to the
formation and progression of human trafficking and examined the
socioeconomic elements that render individuals susceptible to trafficking;



e The doctoral student has examined national laws and international
agreements pertaining to combat human trafficking, and evaluated the efficiency
and effectiveness of current anti-trafficking measures;

e Within the research, the efficiency of institutional systems for the
prevention, investigation, and prosecution of human trafficking, as well as

procedures for identifying and assisting and supporting trafficking victims, was
evaluated, along with the effectiveness of current anti-trafficking measures and
national and international laws pertaining to the subject;

e The author has developed recommendations to improve the prevention
and fight against human trafficking and proposals to strengthen international

cooperation in the fight against human trafficking;

e The author has formulated suggestions to rise awareness amongst
society and young people regarding the risks and dangers, associated with
human trafficking;

e The author has proposed measures to ensure the protection of
trafficking victims of trafficking.

The author has presented the research methods/techniques and indicated
the limitations to which the study was subject.

The presented material is well-placed in the individual chapters, with the
first chapter, focusing on national security by deriving definitions,
categories/types of security, and highlighting global risks and specific threats.
The second chapter examines and analyses human ftrafficking as a social
phenomenon and scourge of modernity. It examines relevant legislation in this
context, presents facts and data on trafficking, revealing forms and methods of
control and prevention of human trafficking.

The third chapter should be viewed as an empirical projection of the
theoretical arguments in the second chapter. Within the third chapter, the
structure of the empirical study is explained and the applied approach is
described. In the second paragraph of the chapter, the data from the empirical
study and the respective results are presented and analyzed. The author's
empirical study's findings have been published in tabular and figure form. She



has applied some statistical procedures and techniques, in order to illustrate her
considerations regarding the manifestation of the studied construct. She has
provided a description of the correlation analysis's findings, as well.

When specific problems are considered, the theoretical-experimental
approach achieves the appropriate balance of content and volume. A thorough
review of the relevant scientific literature has been conducted, encompassing
the most important classical and contemporary theories on the subject under
consideration. The analysis and examination of the literary sources
demonstrates that the author is aware of the present condition of the research
subject, as well as the most recent trends in the research field. As a result, the
dissertation research is thoroughly integrated into the scientific context of the
subject.

The dissertation research includes both theoretical and applied
contributions. The contributions can be categorized as scientific and practical.

The doctoral student's personal contribution to producing the results in the
dissertation work is undeniable, as evidenced by the presented publications that
have made the reasoning in the dissertation work known to the larger scientific
community. | detected no evidence of plagiarism in the text, nor did | receive any
signals of plagiarism from other publications.

The abstract accurately and truthfully depicts the most essential
components of the dissertation research, and the references for the
contributions include the doctoral student's actual scientific achievements.

My acquaintance with the presented dissertation work and the abstract to
it give me reason to draw the following conclusions:

e The disclosed procedure for obtaining the educational and scientific
degree "doctor" meets the requirements outlined in Articles 8—11 of Chapter Two
of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, as
well as Articles 24-34 of Section Two of the Regulations for the Implementation
of the Act on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

e The dissertation includes scientific and applied results as required by
Articles 6(3) and 27(1) of the Regulations for the Implementation of the Act on
the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, demonstrating a



contribution to science.

e The doctoral student's excellent theoretical and methodological
preparation is evident, as she has mastered the technology of scientific inquiry
to the point where she can organize and conduct autonomous research in other
fields of scientific knowledge.

Based on my good appraisal of the dissertation and the author's
characteristics, | recommend that the distinguished members of the scientific
jury vote in favor of awarding Polina Plamenova Petkova the educatlonal and
scientific degree "Doctor" in the indicated professional field. 1
