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L. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS OF THE DISSERTATION

Security is a complex system consisting of various subsystems which
build it and interact with each other. Among them, there is one that drives all the
others — the economic security subsystem. It plays a key role in creating a
mechanism for building a sustainable system for the protection of national
security.

The relationship between the country’s national security and its economic
as well as the subordinate financial security is two-way. On the one hand, they
are dependent on a good national security policy, and on the other hand, the
resources to maintain the level of security depend on maintaining the stability of
the financial system. Therefore, financial stability is one of the main factors
guaranteeing security.

In the modern historical period, the protection of financial security is
particularly important. Its provision is a guarantee for the country’s
independence, a basic sign of stability, socio-economic sustainability and
successful life of society. Financial security is one of the most important
qualitative characteristics of security and a factor that guarantees the stability
and independence of the state.

The problems that the Republic of Bulgaria has faced in recent years lead
to instability of the financial system. This instability, in turn, shakes the entire
Security sector, which results in the inability to cope with the impacts that could
disbalance the system for protecting national security.

Relevance of the topic: Financial security is related to the stable
development of the state, which directly affects the sustainable development of
society and the individual. Dealing with the obstacles that stand in front of it is a
problem that can be considered at the highest level — globally. This problem
affects the other levels of security. In the global environment, the main risks and
threats to individuals and their communities can be revealed. This process takes

place in the conditions of globalisation. Therefore, the dissertation examines a
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global problem that affects the state and harms society and the individual. This

problem is economic crime.

Today, the Republic of Bulgaria is facing this serious test, and the scale of

the risks, threats and damages that it entails bring it to the forefront.

Questions to consider:

How important is security for the development of society?
What is the relationship between national security and
financial security?

Which are the factors that can pose a threat to the financial
security of the country?

Why should the factors be considered at a global level?

How should the level of economic crime be reduced, and
who is responsible?

What is the opinion of society regarding the level of security
in the country?

How can a successful model be built for effective
counteraction to economic crime and protection of financial
security as an element of the national security of the Republic
of Bulgaria?

How to reduce the level of economic crime?

Object of the study: the state of economic crime and its counteraction as

part of the protection of financial security, which is an element of the economic

security of the Republic of Bulgaria.

Subject of the dissertation: the examination of the cause-and-effect

relationships leading to an increase in the level of economic crime.

Purpose of the dissertation: the disclosure of criminogenic factors that

have a negative impact on the financial sphere in the country, thus leading to



instability of the system for protecting national security and destabilisation of

society.

Tasks set:

clarifying the concept of economic crime as an element of the
country’s national security;

clarifying the content of the concepts of financial and economic
security and their place in building a Financial Security Strategy;
analysing the economic situation in the country and the current
aspects of the conceptualisation of countering economic crimes;
proposing a sustainable model for the protection of financial

security and implementation of counteraction to economic crimes.

Methods used in the development of the dissertation:

indirect observation method — through the study of theoretical
sources, publications, regulatory acts and organisational documents,
economic and legal analysis for their processing and interpretation;
survey method — a survey to study the public’s opinion on a
specific problem and summarise the results;

retrospection and forecasting method — to study the past state of
economic crime and economic security for the specified period of

time and predict future trends in the development of the issue.

Limitations:

crimes against the economy;

crimes involving currency values and in the banking sector;
crimes against the financial, tax and social security system;
corruption;

official crimes;

cybercrimes.



Main thesis: Maintaining the stability of the financial system of the
Republic of Bulgaria should be the country’s main priority in the coming years,
and it can only be achieved through strategic counteraction to economic crime
and building a successful model for protecting financial security as an element of

the national security of the Republic of Bulgaria.

1. Structure

The dissertation is structured in an introduction; an exposition presented
in three chapters; general conclusions; conclusion; scientific results; scientific
and applied results; bibliography (88 sources, of which 12 from regulatory acts,
3 from conceptual documents, 44 titles and 29 Internet sources) and appendix.

The introduction justifies the relevance of the topic, examines the object,
subject, goal and objectives of the dissertation. Specific tasks are set for
solution. The methods used in the development of the topic are systematised.
Limitations are set and the main thesis is derived.

Chapter One structures the main elements that are relevant to countering
economic crime. The characteristics of the concept of security and related
concepts are discussed. Economic security and its subcategory financial security
are explored as well as the place of financial security in the National Security
Strategy of the country and the role it plays in the successful counteraction to
economic crimes. The main types of economic crimes and their nature are
presented.

Chapter Two analyses the economic situation in the country for the

period under review. The factors that determine the current economic situation



are examined, as well as those that predetermine economic development. The
factors that pose challenges to financial security are also outlined.

The greatest focus has been put on the trends in the development of
economic crime in recent years, as well as the impact it has on financial security
and the effective ways to counteract various types of economic crimes. A study
was conducted on the public’s opinion on problems related to the security of the
state.

Chapter Three provides an answer to what the guidelines are for
increasing financial security in the country. A methodology for analysing and
controlling economic crime has been structured and a model of a financial
security strategy has been created to guarantee the independence of the country,
its prosperity, as well as the economic well-being of its citizens.

After each chapter, conclusions are drawn.

General conclusions have been formulated from the consideration of the
topic.

The conclusion provides an answer to the questions posed in the

exposition. Scientific and applied scientific results have been derived.

CHAPTER ONE - THEORETICAL FORMULATIONS OF
ECONOMIC CRIMES AS AN ELEMENT OF NATIONAL SECURITY

1. Main characteristics of the concept of security and its relation to the
economic security of the country

1.1. The concept of security

The idea of security as a basic category is presented. The security model

is examined, presented on the basis of its five levels: individual, organisational
(group), national, regional, and global.

Different definitions of the concept of security are given. The essence of
insecurity is studied as an initial value for determining the state of security.

Security policy is examined as a way of managing and implementing
organised control over security. For the purposes of the work, the focus is
shifted to the policy of economic and financial security.

Definitions of the concepts of ‘security environment’, ‘risk’, ‘danger’ and
‘threat’ are derived as they are relevant to the clarification of the concept of

‘security’.

1.2. Analysis of the two-way relationship national security — economic
security

The relationship between economic and national security is two-way. In
the sphere of economy, all resources necessary for the proper functioning of the
Security sector are generated. Economic security is the basis for maintaining a

number of other subsystems of national security. On the other hand, the



development of an effective national security policy largely determines the level
of economic security in the state.

There are many definitions of economic security, and the interpretation of
the concept by various authors leads to the conclusion that economic security
reflects:

e preserving the country’s financial stability and security;

e creating a protected security environment, ready to effectively
counteract the negative phenomena occurring on the world stage;

e increasing the country’s competitiveness in the global space;

e protecting the country’s economic sovereignty and maintaining its
economic independence;

e protecting national economic interests and implementing national
economic priorities;

e counteracting attempts at economic crimes;

e controlling national resources and their expenditure;

e maintaining a normal standard of living and well-being of the
nation;

e effectively counteracting attempts at economic crimes.

Apparently, the concepts of economic security and national security

overlap to a large extent.

2. Financial security as part of the economic security of the state
2.1. Definition of financial security
Financial security is a subsystem of the country’s economic security. It is

a guarantor of the independence of the country’s financial system, the protection
of its financial interests, goals and priorities, and the achievement of financial

stability and sustainability.



The main object of financial security is the national financial system. It
consists of two main structural elements: fiscal relations and non-fiscal
relations.

The implementation of organised control over the financial system is
achieved through the development of a policy for financial and economic

security.

2.2. Role and place of financial security in the National Security
Strategy of the Republic of Bulgaria

Maintaining financial stability according to the National Security
Strategy of the Republic of Bulgaria is carried out through the implementation
of macroeconomic policy in the following directions:

e development of an effective policy for management and proper
spending of funds from the state budget;

e protection of the interests of depositors, investors, insurers and
insured persons by the banking and financial supervision
authorities;

e claboration of a stable financial system;

e maintaining the stability of economic markets.

Although the Strategy plays its role in determining the general policy for
financial and economic security in the country, no major problems have been
taken into account, the non-resolution and deepening of which is a factor in the

development of crises in the sphere of economics.

3. Influence of security on the level of economic crime in the country

Today, financial security is presented with a number of challenges caused
by constant risks and threats. Combined with social factors, they lead to a
decrease in the level of financial security. This leads to an increase in the share

of the illegal economy.
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Illegal economy is nowadays linked to the legal one: funds received in the
grey sector are redirected to the legitimate sector; financial markets become
‘accomplices’ in money laundering; party and personal interests are above the
interests of the state; newer and newer asymmetric risks and threats to financial

security appear. The created uncertainty leads to a wave of financial crime.

4. Types of economic crime and responsible institutions in the
sphere of counteraction to economic crime

4.1. Structure defining elements of economic crime

There is no unified definition of the concept of economic crime; therefore,

through the structurally defining elements of economic crime, the following
working definition has been given: A guilty act, caused by the conscious
activity of the perpetrator, committed within the framework of real or
imaginary economic activity, which, in addition to harming a specific
person, affects the economic life of the country or community by using
seemingly legal forms or abusing the capabilities of the current law, or the
relationships of trust in economic exchange, and for which a penalty is

provided.

4.2. Types of economic crimes
In Bulgarian legislation, economic crimes are described in Chapter Six of
the Criminal Code, which is entitled ‘Crimes against the economy’, as well as in
Chapter Seven, entitled ‘Crimes against the tax, financial and social security
systems’ and in parts of other chapters.
The Criminal Code divides economic crimes into:
e general economic crimes (mismanagement);
e crimes against creditors;
e crimes against the customs regime;

e crimes against the monetary and credit system.
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Section Three, Chapter Six of the Criminal Code describes crimes
against the customs regime.

Section Four, Chapter Six of the Criminal Code describes crimes against
the monetary (preparation of false financial signs and forgery of genuine
financial signs) and the credit system.

Section Four, Chapter Six of the Special Part of the Criminal Code also
discusses crimes involving currency values and in the banking sector:

e transferring amounts outside the country by bank transfer, using a
false, forged document or a document with false content;

e violating the regime of transactions, import, export or other actions
with currency values or the obligations for their declaration;

e carrying out banking, insurance or other financial transactions
without permission.

Chapter Seven of the Special Part of the Criminal Code deals with crimes
against the financial (money laundering and misuse of budget funds), tax (tax
crimes) and social security systems.

Economic crimes also include corruption and official crimes (bribery,

embezzlement), fraud and cybercrimes.

4.3. Responsible institutions in the sphere of counteraction to
economic crime

It is difficult to distinguish between the activities of the institutions
responsible for the effective counteraction to economic crimes, since they work
in close cooperation. For the purpose of the study, a conditional distinction has
been made by lines of work.

The operational-search activities in connection with the counteraction to
economic crimes in the country are carried out by the bodies of the Ministry of

Interior. There are several main directorates under the Ministry of Interior that
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operate in different lines of work, including maintaining economic security in

the country.

The State Agency for National Security, the General Directorate for

Combating Organised Crime, the General Directorate for Border Police, the

General Directorate for Customs Intelligence and Investigation, the National

Revenue Agency, the National Social Security Institute, the General Directorate

for National Police, the Cybersecurity Council under the Council of Ministers,

and the State Agency for FElectronic Governance are involved in the

counteraction to economic crime.

5.

Conclusions

. Security is a basic category in the theory of public relations, with one

of the most important subcategories in the national security system
being financial security.

Economic crime is the result primarily of ineffective security policy. It
is a global problem, but states are unable to deal with it alone. That is

why alliances appear within the framework of global security.

. The driving force in committing economic crimes is the desire for

economic gain. However, the damage from the committed acts affects
not only the country’s economy but also threatens the national
security, public security, individual security, destroys moral
foundations, trust in institutions, and the prestige of the state on the
international stage.

Human capital is the most valuable resource of any state and the main
user of the security category. Its development is of paramount
importance for the development and prosperity of the country’s
economy. Therefore, when determining the ways to increase financial
security, it is necessary to pay special attention to the development of

social policy.
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5. Along with the growing economic globalisation and political
integration, the pace of economic crimes is also growing. Therefore, it
1s necessary to consider and evaluate effective methods for combating

€conomic crime.

CHAPTER TWO - ANALYSIS OF THE ECONOMIC SITUATION
IN THE COUNTRY AND CURRENT ASPECTS OF THE
CONCEPTUALISATION OF COUNTERACTION TO ECONOMIC
CRIMES

1. Analysis of the current economic situation in the country and
trends for development of economic crime and analysis of its influence on
financial security

The current economic situation in the Republic of Bulgaria has been
analysed based on the presence of several main factors:

e the development of the country as a full member of the European
Union and the achievement of equal participation in the institutions
and bodies of the organisation;

e the development of positive economic relations in the international
space and the achievement of a high level of competitiveness in the
international economy;

e the development of globalisation processes;

e the positive and negative trends in the development of economic
and political processes on the global and regional scale.

1.1. Analysis of social-economic challenges
Social policy is one of the main elements of the country’s economic and

financial policy, which determines the economic well-being of the individual
and society. Financial security is particularly dependent on good social policy.
When the state experiences difficulties in the social sphere, this leads to the
development of numerous types of crime. The considered gaps in education, the

lack of qualified workers, the increasing unemployment, the impoverishment of
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the population, the gaps in the country’s labour policy, and the low standard of
living lead to a wave of economic crimes.

In recent years, the number of economic crimes committed has increased
many times. Many of the reasons are rooted in unresolved problems in the social

sphere and ineffective social policy on the part of the state.

1.2. Trends for development of economic crime and analysis on its
influence on the financial security in the country

In our country, crime is at an extremely high level. According to Eurostat
data, Bulgaria has the highest crime rate among EU member states. According to
NSI data, 25% of crimes are committed in the economic sphere every year.

The increasing number of crimes in the economic sphere leads to an
increase in the share of the shadow economy in the country, but the amount of

losses includes not only direct damage but also the funds for its restoration.

2. Security challenges posed by economic crime and efforts of
operational and investigative bodies in the fight against economic crimes

2.1. Security challenges posed by economic crime
One of the main threats to the economic security of the country is

economic crime.

The national security of each country is directly dependent on the
economic processes taking place in it. There are a number of examples
confirming the statement: the level of economic crime is an obstacle to the
country’s accession to Schengen, the country is insufficiently secure, the judicial
system does not take adequate measures, the country is defined as a field for
corruption practices and money laundering, there is no effectively functioning
rule of law, etc.

Economic crimes lead to a number of problems that negatively affect the

economic situation, reflecting on the inefficient allocation of resources, reducing
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the effectiveness of judicial institutions, reducing the trust of citizens, and

discrediting the country in an international perspective.

2.2. Efforts of operational and investigative bodies in the fight
against economic crimes

The main way to counteract economic crimes in the country is
operational-investigative activity.

The methods used to counteract economic crimes are general and
individual prevention and interception.

‘General prevention’ is related to activities to obtain operational
information about factors and processes leading to the commission of economic
crimes and the planning and implementation of measures aimed at eliminating
and limiting these factors and processes.

‘Individual prevention’ is carried out in relation to persons who may be
considered likely to commit an economic crime.

‘Interception’ is an activity of operational-investigative bodies when an
economic crime is being committed, and its goal is to prevent it from being
completed.

Counteraction to economic crime nowadays goes beyond the framework
of the nation-state and is carried out within the framework of collective security
alliances, thanks to the organisations for international cooperation and

international legislation in the field of financial security.

3. Research on the opinion of the civil community regarding the
financial security of the state and its connection with the fight against

economic crimes

The public’s opinion on some issues related to the socio-economic
situation in the country and the influence it has on the growth of the number of

economic crimes in recent years provokes interest. For this purpose, a study was
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conducted in the form of a survey containing 15 questions with 50 people
working in the security sector.

The survey was provided to employees of the supervisory and security
staff of the Prison in the town of Sliven and the Detention Centre at the same
Prison, who protect the constitutionally established order in the country, which
is a subsystem of national security. Their daily work with people from different
backgrounds, with different levels of education, with different ethnic affiliations,
but with one common denominator — ‘violators of law’, helps them to gain
insight into the trends that lead to the commission of criminal acts and the
factors that serve as drivers for the increase in crime. However, the employees
of the supervisory and security staff are tasked with expressing their opinion on
the level of economic and social security in the country through the eyes of
ordinary citizens of the state and members of society.

Their critical thinking about the economic stability in the country is
indicative of the low level of satisfaction of citizens with their economic and
social security, especially with their standard of living, which is considered the

main indicator of financial security in any country.

The questions in the survey are presented in the following format:

1. How do you assess the level of financial stability in the country:

a) the state is not financially stable due to the fact that it cannot cope with the
counteraction of growing risks and threats of an economic nature;

b) the level of financial stability in the country is good, the state fulfils its responsible
role in achieving economic stability and socio-economic prosperity;

c) in order for a stable financial system to exist in our country, social and political
stability must first be achieved.

2. Compared to the previous decade (2000 — 2010), how do you live today:
a) significantly better, I have more funds;
b) worse, I have less funds;

c¢) I cannot determine, there is no significant difference in the standard of living.

3. The most serious problem in the sphere of economy, in your opinion, is:
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a) poor socio-economic conditions;

b) unemployment;

C) economic crime;

d) the difficult transition to a market-oriented economy;
e) the division: poor and rich.

4. Of paramount importance for solving problems in the sphere of the economy, in
your opinion, is:

Regarding question Nel, the answers are unambiguous and indicative of

the public opinion, namely that the state is not financially stable and cannot cope
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with the growing risks and threats of an economic nature (44% of respondents),
and financial stability is, above all, directly linked to achieving social and
political stability in the first place (56% of respondents).

The answers to question Ne2 are extremely contradictory (a large number
of the respondents state that they live worse compared to the previous decade or
do not find a significant difference), which in turn can be seen as a clearly
expressed insecurity on the part of society regarding the ongoing economic
processes in the state.

The respondents assessing the economic security of the country (question
Ne3) regarding the cause of the most serious shocks in the sphere of economy
put in first place the poor socio-economic conditions in which a large part of the
Bulgarian population finds itself and the increasing number of economic crimes
on the territory of the country as the most important problems to be solved.

The conclusion from the answers to question Ne4 is that problems in the
social sphere begin where ineffective management takes place. Social policy is,
by its very nature, part of the overall domestic policy of the country.

Since social policy is an expression of the interests of the main social
groups in society and due to the fact that it has a direct connection with the
implementation of economic policy in the country, it has been given special
attention. In relation to question NeS regarding the most serious problem in the
social sphere, society considers the problems that directly affect it to be the most
critical, namely income because it determines the standard of living and living
conditions.

The answers to question Ne6 clearly show that the country’s efforts to
implement an effective social policy are not only insufficient but also do not
yield any results. Over 70% of respondents feel dissatisfied and unprotected by
the implemented social policy. Society distrusts its effectiveness and ability to
satisfy the interests of various social groups as well as the correct assessment of

the spending of funds for labour, social development and social assistance.
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In reply to question Ne7 regarding the need to invest in education as a
way to reduce the share of economic crime, an extremely high percentage of
respondents agreed with the statement that qualified personnel are the most
valuable resource and a way to address problems related to economic security.

When asked whether the level of economic crime in the country is high
(question Ne9), almost 90% of respondents answered positively.

And regarding the reasons related to the increasing crime rate (question
Ne8), the largest percentage of respondents (40%) link the increasing growth of
economic crimes committed in the country with imperfect legislation. Society is
particularly distrustful of the judicial system. In the cumbersome procedures, in
the ineffective administration of justice, in the ambiguity regarding the need to
implement judicial reform, in the gross interference of the executive branch in
the work of the judicial bodies, in the low level of transparency, in the weak
professional training, citizens see the distorted image of the judicial system.
36% of respondents pay attention to the poor socio-economic conditions in the
country. The respondents probably pay attention to this answer precisely
because of its direct connection with the lifestyle and standard of living of
people, i.e. what directly concerns them.

Regarding question Nel0, 26% of respondents completely agree that there
is a connection between the high level of economic crime and the social policy
pursued by the state. Another 68% partly agree with the above statement, which
probably means that for them the high level of economic crime is in a certain
dependence and is influenced by social policy. Only 6% disagree with the above
statement.

In relation to question Nell regarding the ways and means of combating
economic crime, as many as 68% see the need for reforms in the legislative

system above all.
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Regarding the question ‘“Which economic crime do you think causes the
greatest damage to the country’s economy? (question Nel2), as many as 86%
claim that it is corruption. Our society has traditionally reacted critically to
corruption as a phenomenon that is rooted in the state to such an extent that it is
the main driving mechanism for the course of political and economic processes.

In relation to a question related to assessing the level of corruption in our
country (question Nel3), society shares the opinion that it has become a
constant companion in the development of our country and is a phenomenon that
is accepted as an integral part of it.

The answers to the question ‘Are you inclined to use corruption to obtain
some benefit?’ (question Nel4) show that only 14% admit it, sharing that they
are inclined, and the remaining 84 % categorically deny it.

When asked where corruption is most widespread (question NelS), as
many as 90% give the highest priority to political power. Society feels
disillusioned, apathetic and divided about faith in political institutions and in the
fact that they work in the service of the people. Citizens accept the politics being
pursued in the country as synonymous with corruption, impunity and lack of
responsibility for political decisions made.

Through the survey conducted on the opinion of citizens on issues related
to economic and social security in the country, as well as on the level of
economic crime, an assessment was made concerning the strengths and
weaknesses, opportunities for improvement and possible threats facing the

economy using SWOT analysis. These are presented in the following table Nel:

the decline in the quality of education;
imperfect legislation.

When analysing the results of the survey, it was noted that the public’s

opinion on issues related to economic and social security in the country is

extremely negative. More weaknesses in the development of the economy in our

country were identified than strengths. The opportunities were considered in the

form of factors that the state could take advantage of for the purpose of

development, and the threats — as real existing factors that lead to major damage.

4. Conclusions

1. Poor or lacking financial stability leads to destabilisation of the foundations

of the state and to threats to both social and national security. Therefore,
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effective counteraction to crimes in the financial sphere is of paramount
importance.

2. Since financial security is the foundation on which the country’s security is
built, it is necessary to eliminate all risks and threats in a timely manner.
The main threat to financial security is economic crimes.

3. In the modern globalised world, economic crime is acquiring a cross-border
character. Therefore, the problem should be solved at the global level
within the framework of collective security.

4. In the Republic of Bulgaria, the level of economic crime is extremely high.
This leads to destabilisation of the financial and social security systems,
which in turn destroys the fragile foundations of security.

5. Nowadays, society feels distrustful about the level of economic and social
security in the country, which are a guarantee of a quality life. This is
largely due to the high level of corruption, especially among political
power figures, which undermines the belief that government works in the

service of society.

CHAPTER THREE - MODEL FOR BUILDING A STRATEGY
FOR FINANCIAL SECURITY AND COUNTERACTION TO
ECONOMIC CRIMES

1. Defining guidelines for increasing financial security and
assessment criteria
Based on the reviewed guidelines for increasing the country’s financial

security, which are given by the National Security Strategy, the conclusion is
reached that the country is not fully oriented on what are the absolutely
necessary economic ways to achieve a secure state.

Given the current economic situation, guidelines are given for achieving

security goals.
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Proposals and recommendations are also made that should serve as a

strategic goal for achieving a higher level of financial security and reducing the

level of economic crime:

to continuously analyse the existing economic situation in the
country and monitor existing risks and threats;

to develop an effective security policy;

to consider problems in the field of economy within the framework
of economic and political security alliances;

to develop a global policy in the field of countering economic
crime;

to provide a single and unified definition of the concepts of
economic crime, money laundering, corruption and organised
crime;

to strengthen the exchange of information between EU member
states;

to develop common judicial standards in the fight against economic
crime;

to improve cooperation and integration of countries in terms of
solving problems related to corruption, money laundering and the
illegal economy;

to continuously analyse and evaluate the methods and ways of
countering economic crime;

to ensure close cooperation between the authorities and institutions
involved in countering economic crime;

to build trust among citizens that the institutions of political power
work in their service;

to create an effective and functioning national structure for

revealing corrupt practices among representatives of power;
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e (o constantly update and improve the regulatory and conceptual
framework in the field of countering economic crime;

e to develop adequate guidelines for countering negative phenomena
such as corruption, money laundering, cross-border organised
crime, etc.;

e to build such a policy for economic and financial security that
would guarantee the development and prosperity of the Bulgarian
economy and others discussed in the work.

It should be noted that the above proposals and recommendations as
guidelines for increasing the level of financial security and reducing economic
crime are extremely optimistic, given the economic situation in which the
country finds itself. However, they are realistically achievable goals with a
demonstrated responsibility on the part of the institutions of political power for
observing the principles of legality, accountability, transparency and control and
the principles of democracy and good governance in the service of society.

The achievement of the goals and priorities of society and the state in the
field of financial security is carried out through analysis of the economic
situation in the country, continuous observation and monitoring of existing risks,
dangers and threats, and recognition and consideration of the challenges that lie
in the field of economy and finance.

A quantitative expression of the assessment of the state of the country’s
financial security can be obtained by considering and continuously monitoring
the most significant criteria and factors that serve as a starting point for making
management decisions regarding the degree of probable change in the security
environment.

The most significant factors considered are:

1. the rate of inflation (F1);

2. the growth of the share of the shadow economy (F2);

3. the level of corruption (F3);
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4. the low standard of living (F4);
5. the budget deficit (F5).
In numerical terms, the data on the degree of consequences (C) to which
the factors lead can be assessed on a scale from 1 to 5, depending on the average

impact number obtained as follows:

C_F1+F2+F3+F4+F5
B 5

The risk level should be defined as:
1. Low level — from O to 1;
2. Medium level — from 1.5 to 3;
3. High level — from 3.5 to 5.
The following should be considered as more significant criteria for
assessing the financial security of the country:
1. the ongoing economic processes worldwide (K1);
2. the development of political relations (K2);
3. the current economic situation in the country (K3);
4. the social challenges (K4);
5. the availability of resources (K5).
The criterion should assess the degree of impact of negative phenomena

(P) based on the following formula:

The risk level should be assessed using the above approach and divided

into low, medium and high.

Based on data on the consequences (C) that factors can lead to and the
degree of impact of negative phenomena (P), the risk level (R) is assessed using
the familiar formula:

R = C X P, where
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e R is the risk assessment;
e Cis the degree of impact;
e Pis the consequences (damages).
By collecting comprehensive data on the degree of impact and damage,
risk matrices can be developed to assist in making informed decisions about risk

management.

2. Methodology for analysis and control of economic crime
The developed methodology for analysis and control includes six main

stages, shown in the following figure Nel:

e risk identification (1)

e risk analysis (2)

e risk assessment (3)

e risk management (4)

e monitoring and review (5)

o feasibility check (6)

Figure 1 Methodology for analysis and control of economic crime
The first stage is risk identification (1). This stage involves data

collection and analysis. The stage includes several main sub-stages:

e Data collection: the selection of relevant information from diverse
sources;

e Preliminary analysis: the initial analysis of the collected data to
identify unusual patterns or indications of potential economic
crime;

e Use of software solutions: through modern technologies and

software applications for analysis.
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Risk analysis (2) is an important component in the process of countering

economic crime. The following types of analysis can be used:

e Mathematical and statistical analysis;
e Probability assessment;

e (Calculation of potential impact;

¢ Development of risk matrices;

e Modelling and simulations;

e Scenario analysis;

¢ Risk modelling;

e Sensitivity analysis.

The next stage in developing a methodology for analysing and controlling
economic crime is risk assessment (3). This step involves categorizing risks
according to their severity and likelihood of occurrence. Risk assessment
involves a systematic examination of risks to determine their impact and
likelihood of occurrence.

The next stage is risk management (4). Risk management is the
systematic process of developing and implementing strategies to minimize the
impact of identified risks. The two main sub-stages of this process are
prevention strategies and control mechanisms. Prevention strategies are
measures to eliminate or reduce risk to an acceptable level. Control
mechanisms include the implementation of procedures and controls to monitor
and limit risk.

Risk prevention strategies may include avoiding or reducing risk.

The development of control mechanisms includes:

e Control implementation: the development and implementation of
policies, procedures and technological solutions that help monitor

and manage risks;
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e Contingency plans: the development of action plans in the event of
a risk materialising.

The monitoring and review stage (5) involves continuous monitoring of
the effectiveness of the measures implemented and the adaptation of risk
management strategies in response to changes in the operating environment or
new risks identified.

The stage could include the following substages:

e Regular monitoring and analysis;
e Updating risk management strategies;
e Implementing improvements.

The final stage of building a methodology for analysing and controlling
economic crime is a feasibility check (6). This stage is more of a control
function, and here a check is made to what extent the developed methodology is
successful and feasible.

When analysing economic crime, the following formula can be derived:

Where:
e P(R) is the probability of occurrence of the risk;
e P(D) is the probability of detection of the crime;
e E is the potential effect of the crime.
This formula helps to identify the risk of economic crime by multiplying
the probability of detection of the crime by its potential effect. This provides a
basis for calculating the expected losses from economic crime and serves as a

guide for making risk management decisions.

3. Creating a model for building a successful strategy for financial
security and counteraction to economic crimes
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When creating an economic security strategy, it is necessary to pay
attention to several starting points in the development of the state, presented in

the following figure No2:

The main goal of the strategy should be to maintain stability and security
of the financial system, and its achievement can be realised by taking adequate
measures to preserve the country’s independence, guaranteeing the well-being of
its citizens, and the development and prosperity of the national economy while
taking into account the factors of the internal and external security environment
and the accompanying risks and threats.

In pursuing the specified goal, national interests and priorities are
formed.

National priorities should be aimed at protecting, guaranteeing and
realising national interests. They are the ways in which the set goals are
achieved as a priority.

National interests and priorities, which need to be considered as important
for improving the economic security of the country, should be taken into
account with several peculiarities:

e the country’s membership in collective security alliances and the

commitments undertaken arising from this membership;
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the public’s opinion on the factors important for the development of
the country’s economy;

the current economic situation in the country;

the existing security environment;

available resources;

the level of development of the human factor.

The objects and subjects considered are the state and the national

economy, society and the individual.

The most important challenges for the country to solve are related to:

the aggravation of the international military situation;

the increase in general insecurity in the international aspect;

the discrediting of the country by other European countries;

the limited resources;

the growth of cross-border organised crime, money laundering,
corruption;

the outflow of educated personnel to higher-paid countries;

the demographic crisis, etc.

The capabilities of the state can be assessed against a system of

indicators, the most important of which are:

competitiveness;

investment climate;

stability of the financial system;

degree of independence from other countries;

standard of living and purchasing power of the population;
level of education and healthcare;

opportunity for the development of human capital.

The model of the country’s financial security strategy presented in the

dissertation embodies the desire to achieve the important goals, interests and
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priorities of both society and the state, as their implementation is directly related

and dependent on the current socio-economic situation.

Conclusions

. The state of financial security of the country is influenced not only by

the processes taking place within the country, but also by a number of
external factors.

The development of an effective methodology for the analysis and
control of economic crime is a fundamental way to counteract
negative phenomena and processes and to achieve financial security of

the country. It must be implemented on the principle of risk analysis.

. The correct determination of effective criteria for increasing the level

of financial security of the country and the creation of a Financial
Security Strategy are of paramount importance for achieving financial
stability and economic prosperity of the country. The developed
Strategy can yield results with pronounced cooperation and
understanding on the part of the institutions of political power, the
purpose of which is to follow the interests and priorities of society.

When developing a financial security strategy, it is necessary to pay
attention to those factors and phenomena that present a risk for the

economy and directly lead to an increase in economic crime.

General conclusions:

1.

When determining the ways to effectively combat economic crime, it
is necessary to pay attention to the situation in which not only our
country but also the region and the continent find themselves. New

phenomena in the sphere of economy should be approached carefully.

. When determining the ways to increase financial security, it is

necessary to constantly improve the conceptual and regulatory
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framework in the country, conducting a risk analysis based on the best
available assessments of the danger.

3. The fight against economic crime should be carried out on the basis of
enhanced judicial and police cooperation, as well as cooperation in the
field of international relations, by developing an appropriate system for
the exchange of information between the security services in the
country and similar bodies and organisations at the European level.

4. When determining the ways to reduce economic crime, the
effectiveness of operational-investigative bodies and the efficiency of
criminal justice should be increased by determining stricter sanctions
for perpetrators of economic crimes.

5. Within the framework of international security, it is necessary to
develop common judicial standards, a coordinated legislative
framework, a system for more effective investigations, as well as a

global policy in the fight against economic crime.

Conclusion:

The financial security subsystem is the foundation on which the national
security system is built; it is also a guarantor of its stability. Therefore, it is
necessary to pay serious attention to countering the risks and threats that can
throw it out of its equilibrium position. Therefore, the stability of Bulgaria’s
financial system must be a top priority in the coming years, and its achievement
can only be realised by countering economic crime.

Effective counteraction to economic crime is available when operational-
investigative bodies work in close interaction and cooperation, and the conceptual
and regulatory frameworks are constantly being improved.

In conclusion, although the ways and methods of committing economic
crimes are constantly being improved in direct proportion to the increase in the

number of crimes committed in the country, it is possible to achieve financial
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security if the state, as a political and economic entity, fulfils its responsibility for

effective counteraction.

As a result of the research and analysis carried out in the dissertation work,

some scientific and applied scientific results have been achieved.

Scientific results:

1. Through an analysis of the structure defining elements of economic
crime, a working definition of the concept of ‘economic crime’ has
been derived.

2. A survey of the opinion of the civil community regarding the economic
security of the state and its relationship with the counteraction to
economic crimes has been conducted, as a result of which a SWOT
analysis of the current economic situation in the country has been
made.

3. By considering the guidelines for increasing the financial security of
the country and the analysis of the current economic situation, specific
solutions have been given for achieving the set goals in the field of
counteraction to economic crime in the form of proposals and
recommendations.

4. A quantitative expression has been given of the assessment of the state
of the country’s financial security by tracking the most significant

criteria and factors.

Scientific-applied results:

1. A methodology for the analysis and control of economic crime
based on risk analysis has been proposed.
2. A model of a strategy for the financial security of the state has been

created on the basis of several starting points and proposed.
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
