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1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem.

In the modern security environment, along with traditional external risks and threats
to national security such as military conflicts, illegal migration, international drug
trafficking channels, terrorism, etc., recently, social and religious contradictions, economic
and financial instability, limited access to strategic raw materials, food insecurity, etc. have
also become increasingly important. Moreover, the fight for social stability and justice is
becoming a leading priority for most governments, and countering economic crimes,
money laundering, corruption, and fraud with European funds are becoming fundamental
processes and actions that require strict coordination between the institutions and services
responsible for planning, organising, implementing, controlling, and reporting on these
phenomena.

And in this context, the multifaceted nature of economic crimes, their internal origin
and driving forces that turn them into a problem of transnational nature and scope, as well
as the joint efforts in this direction of the EU partner countries and other leading economic
powers, which have a serious impact on the comprehensive solution of such a problem,
should be taken into account. All this provokes the relevance of the topic and gives rise to
the need to search for modern methods and approaches to combat these phenomena, to
develop innovative complex models for countering economic crimes, and to formulate a
Financial Security Strategy as an important element of the National Security System.

In the dissertation work proposed for review, the author Ms Simona Nikolova has set
herself the ambitious goal, based on the systematisation and analysis of existing theoretical
developments and shared practical experience, to study the state of the economic situation
in the country, to reveal the cause-and-effect relationships and the influence of
criminogenic factors that have a negative impact on the financial sphere, and on this basis,
to propose a sustainable model for protecting financial security and successfully

counteracting economic crimes.



To achieve this goal, the solution of specific scientific research tasks is sought, the
relevant object and subject of the scientific research are indicated, using the generally
recognised theoretical and empirical research methods of scientific knowledge.

In support of the formulated research thesis of the research study, the author has
justified the scope of the scientific research and the verification of the answers to the
research questions in support of its defensibility.

In general, the reviewed dissertation is distinguished by a logical sequence of
research and an analytical research style of presentation. Scientific solutions of a practical
and applied nature have been proposed for an effective model for countering economic
crimes both nationally and internationally. The specifics of the analytical and research
work in the dissertation indisputably prove the contributions of Ms Simona Nikolova to
enriching the theory, generating new knowledge, and improving the practice for effective

counteraction to economic crimes and protection of the financial security of the country.

2. General characteristics and structure of the dissertation work.

The dissertation work of Ms Simona Nikolova has a standard structure — an
introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. At the end, a list of used literature and a
questionnaire have been attached. The exposition includes a main text in a volume of 202
pages, and the bibliography is 5 pages with a total of 88 sources. The main text includes 27
figures and 5 tables. With these characteristics and structure, the work, as a whole,
approaches the generally accepted norms for a dissertation work for the educational and
scientific degree ‘Doctor’.

The introduction presents the objective prerequisites for conducting the research, the
state and degree of development of the scientific problem. The author has revealed the
relevance, justified the significance of the topic, determined the working thesis, the goal
and research tasks, formulated the subject and object of the research, and presented the
methodology. It has been pointed out that this is an issue that is still very poorly
researched, and although there are analyses and studies of financial security, today its

importance for the public life of the country is growing rapidly, and its provision is a
guarantee of the country’s independence, a basic sign of stability, socio-economic
sustainability and successful life of the society.

The first chapter is devoted to the study of the basic theoretical statements of
economic crimes as an element of national security, with an analysis of the main
characteristics of the concept of security and its relationship with the economic security of
the state, the two-way relationship between national security and economic security has
been revealed, the main concepts, characteristics and elements of financial security have
been formulated. The role and place of financial security in the National Security Strategy
of the Republic of Bulgaria have been analysed, and the statement has been made that the
development of an effective policy to counteract the growth of the effect of negative
phenomena on the global stage is an important part of the economic security of the state.
The influence of security on the level of economic crime in the country has also been
studied, as well as the main types of economic crimes and responsible institutions in the
field of counteraction to economic crime, which, according to the author, can interact
better when carrying out operational-search activities, as well as when investigating,
detecting and intercepting crimes and countering criminal groups committing various types
of crimes. The chapter ends with 5 conclusions that correspond to the first and second
research tasks.

The second chapter examines the main types of economic crimes and their essence,
analyses the current economic situation in the country and the trends in the development of
economic crime, as well as its impact on the country’s financial security. The study of
financial security in the country has led the author to the conviction that the development
of positive economic and political relations in the international space and the achievement
of a high level of competitiveness on the global stage have a positive impact on the
development of the economy. On this basis, it is indicated that trends in the development

of economic crime are noticeable and they have a negative impact on the country’s



financial security. The thesis is raised that media coverage of problems in this area further
enhances the feeling of increasing crime in the economic sphere, and the inability to deal
with this problem creates the impression that the perpetrators remain unpunished. For this
purpose, a survey of the opinion of civil society on the state of the country’s financial
security and its relationship with countering economic crimes has been conducted, and
based on an analysis of the responses received, a SWOT analysis of the survey results has
been made. The chapter ends with 5 conclusions, which provide an answer to the third
research task.

In chapter three, the author has presented in conceptual form her views on
countering economic crimes and proposed some guidelines for increasing financial
security, which outline the general framework for achieving financial security. A number
of priorities in the field of economics have been outlined, with the aim of protecting
financial stability and national interests, as well as proposals and recommendations that
should serve as a strategic goal for achieving a higher level of financial security and
reducing the level of economic crime. A Methodology for Analysis and Control of
Economic Crime has been proposed, which covers six stages and includes various steps,
actions and tools for identifying, detecting and preventing the risks of economic crimes, as
well as a Model for Building a Successful Strategy for Financial Security and Countering
Economic Crimes. The conclusions from the chapter are 4 and generally summarize the
results obtained from the research and provide an answer to the fourth research task.

The general conclusions complete the research and summarise the results achieved

by the doctoral student.

3. Characteristics of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions in the
dissertation work. Reliability of the material.

The dissertation work and the abstract highlight well-defined claims for the presence
of scientific and scientific-applied contributions. The scientific and scientific-applied
results of the author’s scientific research are based on the in-depth knowledge and creative
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adaptation of modern scientific theories, regulatory acts and publications on the researched
issues.

The reported results in terms of the analysis of the current economic situation in the
country and the trends in the development of economic crime, as well as its impact on the
financial security of the country, the possibilities for analysis and control of economic
crime, and the formulation of a successful strategy for financial security and counteraction
to economic crimes, allow for the following scientific and scientific-applied contributions
to be systematised.

I distinguish the following scientific contributions:

- The theoretical positions related to economic crimes as an element of national
security, the links between security and the level of economic crime, the main types of
economic crimes and the role of the responsible institutions in countering economic crime
have been further developed.

- The theory of countering economic crimes has been enriched in its part related to
the attitude of civil society towards the economic security of the state and its connection
with countering economic crimes, and a SWOT analysis of the current economic situation
in the country has been made.

- New knowledge has been generated that contributes to a modern understanding of
the current trends in the development of economic crime and their impact on the financial
security of the country.

As scientific-applied contributions I define the following:

- A Methodology for Analysis and Control of Economic Crime has been developed
and proposed, and it includes steps, actions and tools for identifying, detecting and
preventing the risks of economic crimes.

- A conceptual Model for Building a Successful Strategy for Financial Security and

Countering Economic Crimes has been presented.



- Some specific solutions have been derived for achieving the set goals in the field of
countering economic crime in the form of proposals and recommendations.

The dissertation is distinguished by the originality and logic of the research. I
assume that the research is reliable, and the results are the personal work of the author. 1
have not established, have not received any written signals and have not been notified of

the presence of plagiarism in the dissertation and/or publications on it.

4. Evaluation of the scientific results and contributions of the dissertation work.

An indisputable scientific contribution is the author’s successful attempt to enrich
the theory related to economic crimes as an element of national security, the links between
security and the level of economic crime, the main types of economic crimes and the role
of the responsible institutions in countering economic crime, with the main part of the
approaches and solutions considered representing original developments or a new
interpretation of already known ones, taking into account the influence of changing
conditions and factors of the security environment.

In a scientifically applied aspect, the formulated Methodology for Analysis and
Control of Economic Crime and Model for Building a Successful Strategy for Financial
Security and Countering Economic Crime, as well as some proposals and
recommendations for improving the interaction between institutions and increasing the
effectiveness of the fight and countering economic crime, deserve attention.

I accept the results of the scientific research in the dissertation work as credible. I
believe that the theoretical and methodological basis is generally appropriate, a serious

mathematical apparatus was used, and the results are plausible.

5. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation and authorship.
The results of the author’s scientific research in this work have been popularised in a
number of publications in the country, which is a confirmation of the consistent and in-

depth scientific research activity of Ms Simona Nikolova on such an important and topical



issue for the economic and financial security of the country and its international image.
These directly correspond to the topic of the dissertation work and provide the opportunity
for the scientific community to become acquainted in detail with the ideas and theoretical

statements presented by the author.

6. Literary awareness and competence of the doctoral candidate.

The author has used a total of 88 literary sources, including from the Internet, in
Bulgarian and English. A significant part of them — 18, are books, editions and scientific
publications from the last 5-10 years, and electronic editions and Internet sources were
used in the last 2-3 years. Numerous normative acts have also been used — a total of 15
laws, strategies, regulations, conventions, etc.

The literary sources are divided into Cyrillic, Latin, and web-sites, without mixing
scientific works with normative, doctrinal and other documents. This presents the doctoral
candidate in a very good light, as well as her ability to cite appropriately, to refer to various
literary sources and to skilfully present arguments in support of her position by referring to
one or another normative document or author.

I am not aware of any results of the research in the dissertation being cited by other

authors.

7. Assessment of the abstract.

The abstract presents the logic of scientific research and emphasizes the most
important moments in the dissertation work. It sets out the methodology of the scientific
analysis, the author’s claims for scientific and scientific-applied contributions, and a list of
the doctoral student’s publications is attached. In terms of volume and content, it meets the

requirements of the regulatory documents.



8. Critical notes.

There are also some weaknesses in the dissertation. For example, right from the
beginning, it is impressive that the volume of 202 pages is slightly above the established
norms for a dissertation for the educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’.

The scope of the research tasks and the study of economic crime and financial
security in the country are limited within the time frame from 2010 to 2020, and this leads
to some difficulties in revealing the roots and main factors that led to the emergence of
some economic crimes specific to our country.

The critical notes in the nature of recommendations can be added to the lack of
verification in the implementation of the proposed Model for Building a Successful
Strategy for Financial Security and Countering Economic Crimes and Methodology for
Analysis and Control of Economic Crime. In addition, they are presented conceptually,
without specified algorithms, actions, and specific responsible people and executors. The
large number of conclusions from the individual chapters creates the feeling of scattering
of scientific results.

I recommend that the doctoral student expand the scope of her publication activity in
international indexed and referenced journals, and 1 definitely believe she has the
necessary potential for that.

I can also mention that the author’s style is at times more informational and wishful,
and less scientific and research-oriented. In addition, when presenting certain statements or
positions, it is difficult to distinguish her thesis, with a summary or personal opinion. There
are also some editorial, stylistic and spelling errors. However, I accept the latter
weaknesses as typical of most young researchers, they are mainly methodological or purely
technical in nature and do not change my feeling of the presence of serious authorial work
and the significance of the achieved research results and contributions in the dissertation

work.



9. Personal impressions and other issues on which the reviewer believes that he
should take a position.

I do not know the doctoral student Ms Nikolova, and I have no personal impressions
of her. However, even from just one telephone conversation in which we agreed that she
send me all the materials, and judging by the style and quality of the dissertation and
abstract presented to me, I have formed the opinion that this is a young lady who has a
very good background knowledge, serious educational and scientific training, and
respectable knowledge of the work of state institutions in the interest of the financial
stability of the country and counteraction to economic crime. The scientific research and
analyses are in-depth, their results have been interpreted correctly, significant scientific
and scientific-applied results and contributions for theory and practice have been achieved.

A certificate-declaration of compliance with the minimum national requirements for
acquiring the educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’ with a total point equivalent of 80

points has been submitted, which covers the minimum required scientometric readings.

10. Conclusion.

As a result of the analysis of the dissertation work of Ms Simona Nikolova, I can
summarise that it represents a completed scientific study, with outlined scientific and
scientific-applied contributions. For me, there is no doubt that the doctoral student has
enriched her knowledge, in practice the goal has been achieved and the scientific tasks set
have been solved, and the results obtained in the dissertation work have scientific and
scientific-applied value.

The abstract meets the requirements, there are the necessary scientific publications
on the topic, and this gives me the reason to claim that Ms Nikolova’s dissertation work
meets the requirements of the Law for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its implementation for acquiring the

educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’, in the scientific specialty ‘Organisation and
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Management Outside the Sphere of Material Production (National Security)’, from area of

higher education 9. Security and Defence and professional field 9.1 National Security.

11. Evaluation of the dissertation work.
The obtained results and the achieved scientific and scientific-applied contributions

in the dissertation work of Ms Simona Nikolova are grounds for me to give my positive

evaluation.
